AGAINST THE BACKDROP OF GROWING INTEREST IN THE SEARCH FOR OWN SOURCES AND ORIGINALITY,
THE PROBLEM OF STUDYING THE NATIONAL CULTURE AND SPIRITUALITY OF THE NOMADS OF THE CENTER
OF EURASIA IS ESPECIALLY MARKED. THE CULTURE OF EACH NATION IS AN INTEGRAL SYSTEM BASED ON
WORLDVIEW, ART, AND TRADITIONS. THE APPEAL TO THEM, THE COMPREHENSION OF SPIRITUAL VALUES

WHICH DISTINGUISHES THE SCYTHIAN-SAKA ANIMAL STYLE FROM MANY ARTISTIC WAYS OF «DEPICTING>»
ANIMALS THAT ARE FOUND EVERYWHERE IN ALMOST ANY ANCIENT CULTURE.

EXTENSIVE MATERIAL ACCUMULATED BY LEADING RUSSIAN AND NATIONAL EXPERTS IN THE FIELD OF
SCYTHIAN-SAKA CULTURE, ALLOWED TO SEE ZOOMORPHIC IMAGES, WHICH AS A WHOLE WERE ALREADY
KNOWN TO THE SCIENTIFIC WORLD AS ORIGINAL TOOLS FOR MODELING REALITY IN A COMPLETELY
NEW WAY.

ANIMAL STYLE IS NOT JUST AN INTERESTING AND ORIGINAL ARTISTIC TOUCH, CHARACTERISTIC OF A

HUMAN BEINGS THING AND THE ACCESSIBILITY OF PERCEPTION.

THE GLOBAL THINKING AND COURAGE OF THE ASPIRATIONS OF THE ANCIENT NOMADS WAS NOT
ONLY SUPPORTED BY THEIR ABILITY TO OPERATE WITH COMPLEX PHILOSOPHICAL AND IDEOLOGICAL
IMPERATIVES, BUT ALSO WITH A SPECIFIC ARTISTIC VISION. ANIMAL STYLE HAS BECOME THE ONLY
POSSIBLE FORMULA THAT MOST ADEQUATELY EXPLAINS THE SPATIAL-COSMOLOGICAL IDENTITY OF THE

SEDENTARY CULTURES, THE MAIN IMAGINATIVE ELEMENT OF WHICH WAS THE RETHINKING OF THE PLANT
ORIGIN, THE NOMADS CONSCIOUSLY DEVELOPED AND PERFECTED THE SYMBOLISM OF THE ANIMAL. AND
THE REASON FOR THIS IS PRECISELY THE VERY WAY OF LIFE AND, ACCORDINGLY, WORLD OUTLOOK.



THE AESTHETIC CONCEPTION OF THE SCYTHIAN-SAKA ANIMAL STYLE HAS NO MATERIAL LIMITS AND
EMBODIES A GLOBAL IDEA THAT CONNECTS WORLDS THAT ARE DIFFERENT IN THEIR WORLDVIEW.
IT DOES NOT DISUNITE, BUT UNITES, WHICH GIVES THE RIGHT TO VIEW THE WORLD OF ANCIENT
NOMADS NOT SIMPLY AS THE ORIGINAL RELIGIOUS MYTHOLOGICAL SYSTEM OF A SINGLE SMALL GROUP
OF ASIAN PEOPLES, BUT AS A POWERFUL CULTURAL PHILOSOPHICAL LAYER ON THE INDO-EUROPEAN
SCALE. UNICUM OF THE ANIMAL STYLE IS ALSO IN THE FACT THAT FOR QUITE A LONG TIME SINCE
ITS APPEARANCE, IT HAS NOT LOST ITS SENSE AND VALUE EITHER AS AN ART PHENOMENON OR AS
A LANGUAGE.

THE PRESENCE IN THE SCYTHIAN-SAKA SOCIETY OF A FUNCTIONAL, RATIONAL AND AESTHETICALLY
PERFECT SIGN SYSTEM, WHICH IS THE BESTIAL STYLE, ATTESTS TO THE UNDERSTANDING BY THE ANCIENT
NOMADS OF THE GLOBAL IMPORTANCE OF INFORMATION, WHICH THEY ENCRYPTED IN A ZOOMORPHIC
WAY IN THE FORM OF A SPECIFIC TEXT. ANY ARTISTIC ELEMENT IN THE ANIMAL STYLE, WHETHER IT
IS IN ITSELF, OR EXISTING IN CONJUNCTION WITH OTHERS, CAN BE «READ>» SEPARATELY, AND AS PART
OF THE OVERALL CONTEXT.

ANIMAL STYLE IS NOT JUST A COLLECTION OF THOSE OR ARTISTIC IMAGES DESIGNED ONLY TO DESIGNATE
THE OBJECTIVE WORLD. THIS IS A CLEAR SYSTEM DESIGNED TO ACCURATELY AND VOLUMINOUSLY
EXPRESS GLOBAL IDEOLOGICAL IMPERATIVES THAT ARE COMMON FOR THE WHOLE OF EURASIA. FROM
AN AESTHETIC POINT OF VIEW, THE ANIMAL STYLE TAKES FULL ADVANTAGE OF ALL THE ARTISTIC
TECHNIQUES, EXTRACTING THE FULL POTENTIAL OF THE MATERIAL, FORM AND COLOR. IN THE PROCESS
OF STUDYING THE ANIMAL STYLE AS AN ICONOGRAPHIC STRUCTURE, LOGICAL PLOT LINKS ARE
IDENTIFIED, SUCH AS THE STAGE OF RUNNING, BATTLES, TORMENTS AND OTHERS, FIXED BY SPECIAL
COMPOSITIONAL TECHNIQUES. WE CAN CONSIDER THIS AS A KIND OF FORMULA. THE BREVITY OF
THEIR VISUAL EXPRESSION SIMPLIFIES UNDERSTANDING, BUT DOES NOT DETRACT FROM THE MEANING.

THE SAME PRINCIPLE UNDERLIES THE ICONOGRAPHY OF THE ANIMAL STYLE, THE SUBJECTS AND IMAGES
OF WHICH, BOTH IN THEMSELVES AND IN CERTAIN COMBINATIONS, PURSUE CLEAR GOALS. EACH MOTIF
IS BOTH A MYSTERY AND A KEY TO SOLVING ANOTHER, MUCH MORE COMPLEX AND MULTILEVEL.

THE VIABILITY OF A CULTURE AND ITS FIGURATIVE LANGUAGE DEPENDS NOT SO MUCH ON ITS
RELEVANCE AT THE GIVEN MOMENT OR ACHIEVEMENTS, BUT ON THE ABILITY TO PRESERVE ITS VALUES,
AND SAVE ENERGY. ONE OF THE MAIN REASONS WHY OVER TIME THE CULTURE DISAPPEARS NOT ONLY
FROM THE HISTORICAL ARENA, BUT ALSO FROM HISTORICAL MEMORY IS THE IMPERFECTION OF THE WAY
INFORMATION IS TRANSMITTED. IN THE PHYSICAL ASPECT, A SOCIETY THAT HAS CREATED A UNIVERSAL
TYPE OF LANGUAGE CAN CEASE TO EXIST, BUT NOT AT THE LEVEL OF SUBTLE ENERGIES. A SYMBOL
CAN ALWAYS BE BROUGHT TO LIFE IF IT IS STILL A BEARER OF GLOBAL UNIVERSAL INFORMATION THAT
NEVER LOSES ITS OBJECTIVITY AND RELEVANCE.

ANIMAL STYLE IS A VIVID EXAMPLE OF SUCH A UNIVERSAL LANGUAGE, WHERE ARTISTIC VALUE IS
INSEPARABLE FROM SPIRITUAL CONTENT.

THE SCYTHIAN-SAKA ANIMAL STYLE, BEING A UNIQUE ARTISTIC SYSTEM, WAS ABLE TO TRANSLATE AND
PRESERVE AND TRANSMIT TO US THE LIVING BREATHING OF THE ANCIENT NOMADS OF EURASIA, WHO
FOREVER UNITED DIFFERENT WORLDS AND PARTS OF THE WORLD.




INTERNATIONAL EXHIBITION «SCYTHIAN GOLD>» IS A PROJECT THAT DRAWS THE ATTENTION OF
CONTEMPORARIES TO THE GLORIOUS HISTORICAL PAST OF OUR PEOPLE. STEPPE EXPANSES OF
EURASIA STILL STORE THEIR HISTORICAL TREASURES, CREATED BY OUR ANCESTORS, CONTINUING
TO LIVE IN THE FINE ARTS OF THE KAZAKH PEOPLE, ORNAMENTS, GENERAL SYMBOLS AND
SEMANTICS.

A SERIOUS HISTORICAL EXHIBITION IS PRECEDED BY A LONG AND METICULOUS RESTORATION.

THE LONG-LASTING RESULT OF THE RESEARCH AND RESTORATION LABORATORY «OSTROV KRYM>»
HAS BECOME LANDMARK OBJECTS THAT ARE EVIDENCE OF THE HEROIC PAST OF THE KAZAKH
PEOPLE — THE «GOLDEN MAN» COSTUME, THE COLLECTIVE IMAGES OF THE SAKA WARRIOR
AND SARMATIAN LEADER, A WARRIOR FROM THE 2TALDY BARROW, THE BEREL HORSES. OF
THESE ARTIFACTS, THE EXPOSITION INCLUDES THE ALREADY FAMOUS RECONSTRUCTION OF THE
«SARMATIAN PRIESTESS» FROM THE | TAKSAY COMPLEX.

THE ART OF THE SAKS AND SCYTHIANS HAS NOT SUNK INTO OBLIVION, IT CONTINUES TO LIVE.

FOR WHICH HE WORKS.

IN ANCIENT TIMES THE EXPANSES OF EURASIA (VIII CENTURY BC-IV CENTURY AD), WERE
OCCUPIED BY THE EARLY TRIBES OF NOMADS - THE SCYTHIANS, AS ANCIENT GREEK HISTORIANS
CALLED THEM, FROM OTHER SOURCES IT IS KNOWN THAT THEY WERE CALLED SAKAS.

INFORMATION ABOUT THE SCYTHIANS BECAME KNOWN FROM THE STORIES OF ANCIENT
AUTHORS, INCLUDING THE ANCIENT GREEK HISTORIAN HERODOTUS, AS WELL AS THE RESULTS
OF ARCHAEOLOGICAL EXCAVATIONS. THESE WERE THE TRIBAL ALLIANCES, CONSTITUTING PEOPLE
WITH COMMON CULTURE, BELIEFS, TRADITIONS, WAY OF LIFE AND WORLDVIEW. THEY WERE
INDURATED, BROUGHT UP AND UNITED BY THE NATURE ITSELF. FREE, QUICK OFF THE MARK,
WISE, MOBILE, AND STRONG TRIBES CREATED A WHOLE LAYER OF CULTURE. A SPECIAL WAY
OF LIFE OF THE SCYTHIANS FORMED ITS UNIQUE PHILOSOPHY ABOUT THE STRUCTURE OF
THE WORLD, REFLECTED IN ART FOR MANY CENTURIES. THANKS TO ARCHAEOLOGISTS AND
RESTORERS, YOU YOURSELF CAN SEE THE BEAUTIFUL IMAGES OF ANIMAL STYLE CREATED BY THE
SCYTHIANS, RECOGNIZABLE ALL OVER THE WORLD.

THE SCYTHIANS FELT AND UNDERSTOOD NATURE, RESPECTED ITS MANIFESTATIONS AND
ADMIRED THE STRENGTH AND DEXTERITY OF ANIMALS. THE WORLD OUTLOOK OF THE
SCYTHIAN PEOPLES WAS FORMED ON THE BASIS OF NATURAL LAWS OF NATURE. THE SYSTEM
OF COORDINATES, ORIENTED TO NATURAL CYCLES AND PHENOMENA, DETERMINED THEIR OWN
VISION, MYTHOLOGY, THE WAY OF THINKING OF OUR ANCESTORS (THE NOMADS), ONCE
LEADING MOBILE, PARAMILITARY LIFESTYLE, ALWAYS READY TO BATTLE THE ENEMY, CHANGING
THEIR PLACE OF HABITATION, QUICK OFF THE MARK, LIVING IN HARMONY WITH THEIR
SURROUNDING NATURE AND HONORING THE TRADITIONS OF THEIR PEOPLE. COMMON IMAGES
OF THE SCENE OF TORMENT REFLECTED THE ESSENCE AND REALITY OF THE SURROUNDING
WORLD, ITS INDISPUTABLE LAWS OF COEXISTENCE.

SCYTHIAN TRIBES AND PEOPLES HAD A SPECIAL MANNER OF DEPICTING ANIMALS, WIDELY
REPRESENTED IN THE CULTURES OF THE LATE BRONZE AND EARLY IRON AGE OF THE EURASIAN
STEPPES.

AS THE SAMPLES THAT DETERMINE ITS SPECIFICITY, THE RESEARCHERS GIVE IMAGES OF A
CURDLED CAT PREDATOR, A DEER WITH LEGS BENT AND HORNS THROWN BACK, HOOFED
ANIMALS STANDING AT THE TIPS OF THEIR HOOFS (<<ON TIPTOES»). IT IS GENERALLY
RECOGNIZED AMONG SCHOLARS THAT THE SACRED MEANING OF THESE IMAGES IS HOLY.
EXAMPLES OF SCYTHIAN-SIBERIAN ART (DEER, MOUNTAIN SHEEP, BATTLE SCENES, AND ETC.)
CARRIED IDEAS THAT ARE UNDERSTANDABLE TO THE WHOLE SOCIETY, THEY ARE CONCISE AND
MULTIVALUED AT THE SAME TIME. EXPRESSIVE SAMPLES OF THE STYLE IN THE MONUMENTS OF
SCYTHIAN CULTURE ARE IMAGES OF RAMS' FIGURINES (ON POMMELS, «FLANK STANDARDS>», ON
KNIFE HANDLES AND MITTENS), DEER PLATES, SCULPTURES OF DEER PLACED ON THE SHANKS
OF COINS AND KNIVES, SOMETIMES ON MIRRORS. THUS SCYTHIAN MASTERS CREATED CULT
OBJECTS AND AMULETS TO STRENGTHEN THE SIGNIFICANCE OF THEIR OWNERS.

SCYTHIAN ANIMAL STYLE IN ART IS MOST OFTEN ASSOCIATED WITH GOLD, ALTHOUGH THEY
WIDELY USED OTHER MATERIALS, SUCH AS BRONZE, IRON, WOOD, LEATHER, BONE, CERAMICS,
AND ETC. HOWEVER, IT WAS GOLD FROM THE SCYTHIAN-SAKA PEOPLES THAT WAS ASSOCIATED
WITH THE SOLAR DEITY AND WITH ETERNITY, FOR SCYTHIANS IT WAS OF PARTICULAR VALUE
AS A «GIFT OF THE GODS», A SYMBOL OF ROYAL POWER, THE EQUIVALENT OF THE MAGICAL
UNION OF HEAVEN AND EARTH.

PEOPLE OF THAT TIME DEVELOPED A PECULIAR TECHNIQUE OF MAKING SCYTHIAN GOLD,
WHICH IS REPRESENTED BY MANUAL DRAWING OF METAL FOIL. THE FOIL WAS LEVELED INTO
THIN PLAQUES AND VARIOUS DRAWINGS WERE APPLIED TO THEM. THIS WORK WAS DONE BY
THE CRAFTSMEN, AND THE SECRETS OF THE CREATION OF GOLD, SEWN ON THEIR CLOTHES,
WERE PASSED FROM ONE GENERATION TO ANOTHER.

THE HORSE IN THE LIFE OF THE SKYTHIANS

THE HORSE IN THE LIFE OF THE SCYTHIANS WAS THE PRIMARY MEANS OF COMMUNICATION
FOR OVERCOMING THE VAST EXPANSES OF THE EURASIAN STEPPES. NOMADIC WAY OF LIFE
MEANT THE PRESENCE OF A HORSE. ALL SCYTHIANS FROM A SMALL AGE WERE HORSEMEN.
HORSES AND SHEEP WERE THE BASIS OF THEIR EXISTENCE. THEY GAVE THEM MEAT AND MILK.
FROM HORSE MILK, THE SCYTHIANS MADE KOUMISS AND HORSE CHEESE. HORSES AND SHEEP
FED AND CLOTHED THE SCYTHIANS (HAIR, WOOL, SKIN).

GREEK HISTORIANS, GIVING A GENERAL ASSESSMENT OF SCYTHIAN HORSES, NOTE THAT THEY
WERE SHORT STUMPY, VERY FAST IN RUNNING, HARDY IN MILITARY CAMPAIGNS AND ANIMALS
THAT EASILY BEAR THE HARSH WINTERS.

SCYTHIAN KINGS AND THEIR PROXIES POSSESSED LARGE HORSE HERDS AND HERDS OF CATTLE.
THE MAINTENANCE OF ANIMALS ON A FORAGE FOR THE WHOLE YEAR CAUSED THE NEED
FOR FREQUENT MIGRATIONS FROM PLACE TO PLACE.

AS FOR THE SPIRITUAL PART, THE HORSE PERSONIFIED THE SOLAR DEITY, AND THE DECORATION
OF THE HORSE WAS RICHLY DECORATED. BRIDLES AND SADDLES OF THE SCYTHIAN NOBILITY
WERE COVERED WITH GOLD ORNAMENTS IN THE ANIMAL STYLE, WHICH DID NOT ONLY
EMPHASIZE THE STATUS OF THE MASTER, BUT ALSO WERE POWERFUL AMULETS. THE IMAGE
OF MYTHICAL GOLDEN-WINGED HORSES WITH HORNS OF MOUNTAIN ARHAR WAS PERSONIFIED
WITH THE SOLAR DEITY UNITING GENERIC TOTEMS. THE HORSE WAS CONSIDERED AS A GUIDE
TO ANOTHER WORLD. ITS WINGS REPRESENT THE UPPER WORLD. IN 1992, WINGED HORSES
(THE TULPARS) RECEIVED A SECOND LIFE ON THE STATE EMBLEM OF THE INDEPENDENT
REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN.

RECONSTRUCTION OF THE SUIT OF THE SAKA WARRIOR WAS THE AUTHOR'S OWN RESEARCH
OF ARCHAEOLOGICAL FINDINGS ON THE TERRITORY AND OUTSIDE KAZAKHSTAN.

THE STYLE OF PERFORMANCE FAITHFULLY REFLECTS THE MYTHOLOGY, THE WAY OF THINKING
OF OUR ANCESTORS, ONCE LEADING THE NOMADIC, PARAMILITARY WAY OF LIFE, ALWAYS READY
TO FIGHT WITH THE ENEMY, TO CHANGE THE PLACE OF RAPTURE, QUICK OFF THE MARK,
LIVING IN HARMONY WITH THEIR SURROUNDING NATURE, AS WELL AS SACRED TRADITIONS
OF THEIR PEOPLE.

UNIQUE FINDINGS FROM THE BARROWS OF CENTRAL ASIA.

THE ORENBURG GOVERNOR'S MUSEUM OF LOCAL HISTORY IS ONE OF THE OLDEST MUSEUMS IN
RUSSIA. THE INVITATION TO PARTICIPATE IN THE INTERNATIONAL EXHIBITION OF ORIGINAL ARTIFACTS
«GOLD OF THE SCYTHIANS>» IS NOT ACCIDENTAL: THE COLLECTION OF THE SCYTHIAN-SARMATIAN
ANTIQUITIES IS LOCATED IN THE MUSEUM’'S FUNDS. IT WAS FORMED DURING THE EXCAVATIONS OF
THE WORLD FAMOUS BURIAL NECROPOLISES PROKHOROVKA, POKROVKA, KARDAILOVO, LIPOVKA,
PYATIMARY, NovY KUMAK, ALAND, FILIPPOVKA AND OTHERS.

IN ARCHAEOLOGICAL TERMS, THE BARROW CULTURE OF THE SAUROMATES AND SARMATIANS
CONSTITUTES A HISTORICAL UNITY WITH A VERY PECULIAR WORLD OF THE CENTRAL ASIAN
SCYTHIANS, AND THUS PROVIDES AN OPPORTUNITY TO CREATE A COMMON CULTURAL PORTRAIT
OF STEPPE NOMADS OF THE EARLY IRON AGE.

THE ORENBURG COLLECTION CONTAINS ARTIFACTS THAT CHARACTERIZE THE HISTORY OF THE
MARTIAL STEPPE NOMADS — THE SAUROMATS AND THEIR DESCENDANTS OF THE SARMATIANS.
THESE WARLIKE TRIBES NOT ONLY WERE AT ENMITY WITH OTHER NATIONS, BUT ALSO HAD QUITE
EXTENSIVE TRADE LINKS WITH THE OUTSIDE WORLD. THE GEOGRAPHY OF THESE CONNECTIONS IS
SAID TO BE FOUND IN THE SARMATIAN BARROWS OF THE ORENBURG STEPPES, FINE GOLD ARTICLES
OF CENTRAL ASIAN WORK, IRANIAN DISHES AND SEALS, PHOENICIAN GLASS, ALABASTER VESSELS
WITH ANCIENT EGYPTIAN INSCRIPTIONS, BOX CRESTS, IRON SHELLS OF GREEK WORK, ETC.

IMPORTANT FOR THE CREATION OF THE GOLD PANTRY OF OUR MUSEUM WERE EXCAVATIONS OF THE
PHILIPPINE BURIAL MOUNDS IN THE ILEKSKY DISTRICT OF THE ORENBURG REGION. IN ONE OF THE
ROYAL TOMBS OF THE MIDDLE OF THE | MILLENNIUM BC. WAS UNCOVERED A LOOTED GRAVE WITH
A RICH TREASURE CONTAINING MORE THAN SIX HUNDRED HIGHLY ARTISTIC ITEMS MADE OF GOLD
AND SILVER. SOME OF THESE EXHIBITS ARE PRESENTED IN THIS EXHIBITION.

THUS, THE PARTICIPATION OF ARTIFACTS FROM THE GOLD STOREHOUSE OF THE ORENBURG
GOVERNOR'S LOCAL HISTORY MUSEUM WILL MAKE THE EXHIBITION «SCYTHIAN GOLD» IN THE
NATIONAL MUSEUM OF KAZAKHSTAN A BRIGHT CULTURAL EVENT AND ANOTHER LANDMARK
PROJECT IN THE MUSEUM COMMUNICATIONS OF RUSSIA AND KAZAKHSTAN.
