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ased on physical, geographical data and

archaeological materials, steppes from the

eastern spurs of the South Ural mountains
and Mugodzhar in the west to the Irtysh valley in the east,
from the forest-steppe belt of the Trans-Urals and West
Siberia in the north to the Lake Balkhash and the right
bank of the rivers Chu and Syr Darya in the south are
defined as the Zhaiyk-Irtysh interfluve. This vast area can
be divided into three large regions - South Trans-Urals,
North Kazakhstan and Central Kazakhstan. The border
between the South Trans-Urals, on the one hand, North
and Central Kazakhstan, on the other, is the Turgay
trough with the rivers Turgay and Ubagan, the system of
the lakes Sarykopa, Aksuat, Zharman and Kushmurun.
The border between North and Central Kazakhstan can
be conditionally drawn along the latitudinal stretch of the
Ishim River and the Seleta valley. Nomadic communities
of these regions throughout the whole period of the
existence of nomadism formed a single cultural and
economic unity based on a pasture-nomadic system.

The steppes of the Zhaiyk-Irtysh interfluve, occupying
the middle part of the Great Belt of the steppes, have
played the role of the connecting link, the contact zone
between the western and eastern parts of the steppe
Eurasia at all epochs. The antiquities of the studied
territory reflected the dynamics of the interaction of the
East and the West, there the traditions were reflected,
both originating initially in the West and then spreading
to the East, and broadcasting from East to West., The
ways of the majority of mass migrations of the nomads
from the East to the West ran through the steppes of
the Zhayyk-Irtysh interfluve.However, the choice of a
specific route by the nomads from East to West - through
the steppes between the rivers and Semirechie (Zhetisu)
was largely determined by the ethnopolitical situation
in the steppes of Zhayik-Irtysh interfluve, in particular
in Central Kazakhstan. A special place in studying the
processes of migration and ethnic interactions that took
place in antiquity and the Middle Ages in the Eurasian
steppes, belongs to the South Trans-Urals. This is due
to the fact that any major movement of the nomads from
the East of the steppe Eurasia to the West or from the
West to the East took place due to the geographical
features of the steppe belt, through the South Trans-
Urals. In this territory, the fusion of the traditions of East
and West introduced by the settlers was carried out,
new ethno-cultural entities originated from there, which
later played a role in the ancient history of the western
part of Eurasia, especially Eastern Europe.

At the same time, the steppes of the Zhayik-Irtysh
interfluve were an integral part of the "oasis-steppe-
forest-steppe" system, which includes three main
subsystems: the state formations of settled agricultural

societies in Central Asia, nomadic steppe associations,
and sedentary and semi-sedimentary formations of the
forest steppe. Naturally, each of the named subsystems
had its own specifics with its peculiarities and laws of
development inherent only in it. However, entering
into the system of relations, any of these subsystems
somehow had an impact on others and, in turn,
experienced the opposite effect. The key link in this
system, the link uniting the system, were the nomads of
the Zhayik-Irtysh interfluve.

At present, one of the main tasks of studying the
Eurasian steppe antiquities of the Early Iron Age is the
transition from the study of individual archaeological
cultures and the creation of regional periodizations to
the reconstruction of the general picture of cultural and
historical processes. Therefore, the purpose of this
work is to characterize the ethno-cultural processes that
took place in the steppes of Zhayik-Irtysh interfluve in
the VIII-VI centuries BC, to determine the peculiarities
of the development of nomadic societies of the South
Trans-Urals, North and Central Kazakhstan, their role
and place in the history of the steppe and forest-steppe
Eurasia.

A few words should be said about the concepts
used in the work. Nomadic cattle breeding, or
nomadism. From the economic side nomadic cattle
breeding (nomadism) can be defined as a special
kind of economy, in which the pivotal role is played by
extensive mobile cattle breeding, associated with year-
round livestock maintenance at the fodder. The whole
population or a large part of it is involved in regular
periodic migrations within or between certain pasture
areas. Despite the fact that under nomadism cattle
breeding plays the basis role in economic activity and
provides with the main means of subsistence, it does
not exclude other activities. There are two main forms of
cattle breeding : nomadic and semi-nomadic. Nomadic
pastoralism in its pure manifestations is characterized by
the lack of agriculture, even as an auxiliary occupation.
Semi-nomadic is extensive pastoralism with periodic
changes of pastures throughout the whole or most parts
of the year, but it is complemented by agriculture as a
secondary and auxiliary one, or, as in the North Eurasia,
combined with other kinds of economic activity.

The concept "nomadism" includes not only the
economic but also social characteristics of society,
since nomads constitute social organisms separate
from agricultural peoples, and an extensive pastoral
cattle breeding basis generates a corresponding social
structure and tribal form of social organization.

In different areas of Eurasia nomadic cattle breeding
had its own specific features, due, first of all, to the
natural conditions of the territory. And this circumstance

should be taken into account when reconstructing the
economic activity of nomads of each particular region.

The term "Saka" was first used in early Persian
sources meaning the generalized name for nomadic
tribes living in the territories of modern Central Asia,
regardless of their ethnic or linguistic affiliation. It is
used in the same extended sense in this study to name
the nomadic tribes of the Asian steppes and foothills.
The criterion for assigning a complex to the number of
"Saka" is the same set of features by which it would
be classified as "Scythian", but with one indispensable
limitation - its location in the Asian part of Eurasia.
Accordingly, the early stage of the history of nomadic
tribes of this vast region, covering the period from the
end of IX to the end of the VI cc BC bears the name
"early Saka time". In our opinion, the use of this term in
both historical studies on nomadic societies in the Asian
part of Eurasia and in characterizing the archaeological
sites left by them is more justified than the use of the
term "early Scythian time".

The similarities between the funeral rite and
inventory, which can be traced in the comparative
analysis of monuments left by nomads of the VIII-VI
cc BC of Central Kazakhstan (Tasmola culture), North
Kazakhstan (Ulubai-Tasmola culture) and South Ural
(Bobrov-Tasmola culture), allowed us to single out
the Tasmola historical and ethnographic community
of the early nomads of the Zhayik-Irtysh interfluve.
By the historical and ethnographic communities, any
commonality of peoples, distinguished by the principle
of the community of their historical destiny, regardless
of its taxonomic level is understood. The historical
and ethnographic field is, in this approach, a specific
expression of such a generality- the totality of several
peoples united by a common history. Historical and
ethnographic areas, as a rule, cover groups of peoples
from a certain territory of at least different origins, but
connected among themselves by the commonness
of historical destinies, the duration of neighborhood
and communication. Thus, the historical-ethnographic
community is acommunity of peoples, the archaeological
expression of which is a cultural or historical-cultural
community.

At the beginning of the early Iron Age, the areas of
the steppes from Zhaiyk to the Irtysh were occupied by
nomadic tribes of the Tasmola historical-ethnographic
community, which is an integral part of the vast Saka
world. The archaeological expression of this community
is the proximity of the burial rite and inventory, which can
be traced in the analysis of monuments of the VIII-VI
cc BC of the Tasmola culture of Central Kazakhstan,
Ulubai-Tasmola, North Kazakhstan and Bobrov-Tasmola
South Trans-Ural area.

The Early Saka time in the steppe part of the South
Trans-Urals is represented by monuments of two
cultural-chronological horizons. The first, the Chiliktean
(the second half of the VIII - the first half of the 7th
centuries BC) is marked with a few random finds of
armament and horse harness. The second, the Arzhan-
Kichigin horizon (the second half of the Vllith - the middle
of the 6th century BC), characterize the monuments of
the Bobrov-Tasmola culture.

The burials of the early nomads of the South Trans
Ural area of the Early Saka period (the second half of
the VIII - the middle of the 6th centuries BC) are the
main or, occasionally, introductory ones to the kurgans
of the Bronze Age. Tomb structures - a kurgan or a
circular circular pavement - enter burial grounds that
include funerary constructions of the Bronze Age and
the early Iron Age or only the early Iron Age. Cemeteries
of the second type are unsystematic kurgan groups or
irregular chains. They are located on the highlands,
located on the remnants of the first above-floodplain
terraces and on the indigenous banks of rivers, off the
shores of lakes.

All the introductory burials are in kurgans with
earth mound. The kurgan mound with the main graves
of the early Saka period consists of earth, stone or
their combinations. In the kurgans with stone-earth
embankment, the stone was used to build a shell on
the embankment, a pavement above and around the
grave pit, a circular pavement under the embankment,
rings from vertically placed slabs around the mound. In
the kurgan mounds, as a rule in the floors, bones of a
horse, a horse and a ram are found. In rare cases, in the
mound and underneath it there are traces of fire in the
form of fly ash and small fireplaces.

The burials were made in simple ground wells
in a rectangular, oval or irregularly rounded shape,
sometimes with a niche along the longitudinal or end
wall, in pits with a short edge along a long wall or in
pits with dromos. It should be noted that large kurgans
and burials in burial pits with Saka time dromoses have
so far been researched only in the borderlands of the
steppe and the forest steppe of the South Trans Ural
area . In comparison with the steppe zone of the region,
here burials are often found in the faults.

The filling of the pits consisted of earth in which
there were small embers and ash, a mixture of earth
and stone or just stone. Traces of overlapping of simple
grave pits are not found. Entrances to the undercover
were closed, evidently, by some wooden structures, the
remains of which were noted only once. In one case,
a flat wooden covering of the burial chamber and the
dromos are fixed. It consisted of logs laid close to each
other, probably in two layers. Cases of the absence
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of pits were noted, while animal bones, ceramics and
things were at the level of the ancient surface.

The position of the buried is as follows: stretched out
on the back, hands, usually along the body, sometimes
both legs of the deceased were diverted from the axis
of the body to the left. In one case, an "attacking" pose
is recorded. The orientation of the buried is diverse,
but mainly the location of the head in the north-western
sector prevails. At the bottom of the wells there are
traces of ash-laden undergrowth or organic litter of
brown, black or whitish color. As a parting meal, the front
or rear leg of the ram, the thoracic part of the horse, was
placed in the burial chamber.

The funeral inventory of male burials is represented
by armament items (daggers, picks, arrows, quiver
hooks), belts. In the women's burials mirrors, stone
altars without legs, sets for tattoos can be found.

The gravestones of the early Saka time of Northern
Kazakhstan are represented by kurgans with stone,
rock-earth or earthen mounds. The central part of many
earth kurgans is a gravestone structure, represented by
low logs or constructions of volumetric type in the form
of a cage or a log house. All log layers are connected
with burials on the ancient horizon or continent, and
volumetric type of structures were erected on the ancient
surface above burials in ground pits. The constructions
outside the kurgan are represented by circular round
or square in the form moats, fixed mainly around the
earth mounds, as well as stone ring fences. The main
type of funerary chamber is a simple ground pit of a sub-
rectangular or oval shape. Various manifestations of
ritual actions associated with fire are recorded (burning
or charring of wooden ceilings, piercing or lining with
ash of an ancient surface, embers in filling and at the
bottom of burial chambers). The position of the buried -
stretched out on the back, hands, usually along the body,
sometimes both legs of the deceased were diverted from
the axis of the body to the right or left. Their orientation
is diverse, but the leading position is with the head to
the west and northwest. As parting food, the front or
rear leg of the ram, its ridge or, occasionally, its head,
were put in the funeral chamber. The funeral inventory is
represented by armament items (arrowheads, daggers,
coins), mirrors, stone altars, knives, amulets. Sometimes
a ceramic vessel was placed in the burial chamber.

Most of the early Saka kurgans of Central
Kazakhstan are built of stone, much less - from earth
or earth and stone. The constructions in the mound and
below it are represented by rings from flat-laid slabs or
stone pavements. In some cases, along the edge of
the kurgan, there is a crepe of large plates framing the
mound. Quite often, the earthy or stone-earth mound of
the kurgan was covered with a sketch of stone ("stone

shell"). In the large barrows, there are "micro elevations"
above the grave pit in the form of a hollow crypt erected
from a flagstone, a tree, raw blocks, or a continuous
structure of clay and stone. Some yurt-like constructions
made of flagstone fastened with clay mortar are known.

Among the constructions outside the kurgan
ring ditches, pits formed by a sample of soil for
the construction of the mound, rounded stone and
rectangular fences, small ring-shaped layers, five- and
eight-stone altars were revealed.

Burials were in grave pits or, occasionally, on the
ancient surface. The main type of burial chamber is
a simple ground pit of an oval or, more rarely, a sub-
rectangular shape. Repeatedly, pits with dromos, with
shoulders and a lining along a long wall, lined with a
stone, with a stone box admitted to their bottom are
met. Quite often the pits were covered with three or four
stone slabs, less often a stone cast of small slabs and
torn stone was built above the grave pit. The entrance to
the face was also made by plates.

Large kurgans can be characterized by grave pits
with a shallow dromos, which usually extend from the
eastern wall of the burial chamber. In some cases, they
were blocked with logs and / or slabs, filled with stones.
The walls of the dromos are sometimes formed with
vertically mounted stone slabs. In a number of cases,
one-dimensional masonry passes close to the edges
of the grave pit. There are also burials on the horizon
inside the wooden pillar structure, from which the rows
of pits are fixed.

The position of the buried - stretched out on the back,
hands, usually along the body, sometimes both legs of
the deceased are diverted from the axis of the body.
Their orientation is diverse, but the position of the head
of the buried to the north-west, north and west prevails.
As parting food, the front or rear leg of the ram, its
ridge, scapula, costal part, head or, occasionally, whole
carcass, were put in the burial chamber. Horse heads
were often put into the grave pit as well. Accompanying
inventory is represented by armament items (daggers,
arrowheads), typed belts, horse harness, mirrors, stone
altars, knives, amulets.

Both in the North and Central Kazakhstan, stone
ring fences are known from vertically installed or
horizontally laid slabs or large stones without grave pits
inside them and any traces of human burial. Objects of
horse harness were placed inside the fence or under its
stones.

According to their basic parameters, the funeral
complexes of the Tasmola community are quite distinct
from the monuments that were simultaneously left by
the nomads of the adjacent territories - the South Ural,
the Aral Sea, East Kazakhstan and the Altai.

Both in the North and Central Kazakhstan there are
stone ring fences from vertically installed or horizontally
laid slabs or large stones without grave pits inside them
and any traces of human burials. Parts of horse harness
were placed inside the fence or under its stones.

According to their basic parameters, the funeral
complexes of the Tasmola community are quite distinct
from the monuments that were simultaneously left by
the nomads of the adjacent territories - the South Ural,
the Aral Sea, East Kazakhstan and the Altai. At the
same time, the funerary monuments of these regions
also depict a certain similarity of the cultures of the
early nomads from Altai to the Urals. It is represented
in the similarity of the elements of the funeral rite, and,
mainly, in the vicinity of the funerary inventory. At the
heart of this proximity lies, in our opinion, the process
of the formation of the early Saka cultures of the steppe
Eurasia.

The comparative analysis of funerary monuments of
the late Il - first half of the | millennium BC of the Zhayik-
Irtysh interfluve steppes leads us to the conclusion that
it is impossible that the cultures of the early nomads of
the region are originated from the earlier cultures of
the late Bronze Age. According to L. Yablonsky, the
matter is the emergence of heterogeneous associations
of migrant riders on the territory of Central Asia and
Kazakhstan, which do not have their own ethnogenetic
roots and brought there elements of their own ethnic
culture and a new genome that phenotypically includes
a complex of Mongoloid craniological characters.

The initial territory of migrations was, in our view,
areas of Inner Asia (North and North-Western China and
Mongolia). This assumption is currently confirmed not
only by archeology, but also by anthropology.

S. I. Rudenko suggested that, perhaps, in the
late VIII - early VII cc BC a part of the tribes from the
upper reaches of the Irtysh from the Zaisan hollow
or the foothills of the Tarbagatay spread to the Altai
Mountains and assimilated with the local population. Yu.
F. Kiryushin and A.A. Tishkin, summarizing the materials
of the Early Saka period of the Central Altai, came to the
conclusion that the roots of the Early Saka culture of this
region “should be sought in the south-southeast of the
Central Altai, in Northwest Mongolia and nearby Altai
regions of China. In their opinion, the first penetrations
of the early Scythian culture representatives occur,
perhaps, already at the end of the 9th century BC. At
the beginning of the VIII century BC this phenomenon
has acquired a mass character. This synchronization of
the ancient population is synchronized with a specific
historical event - the collapse of the state Western
Zhou in 770 BC under the pressure of nomadic tribes
of Central Asia. Developing the previously stated

provisions, A.A. Tishkin proposed the name “biken” for
the culture of the Early Saka period of the Mountainous
Altai. The chronological framework for the existence of
this culture is the end of IX - the second and third quarter
of the sixth centuries BC. The initial components of the
culture, apparently, were outside the Altai Mountains,
as A.A. Tishkin emphasizes, the monuments of the
late Bronze Age, with which they could be linked, were
not found in the mountains. Having distinguished three
stages of its development in the biken culture, A.A.
Tishkin believes that the beginning of the Semisart
stage (the second half of the VIII - the first half of the 7th
centuries BC) is associated with the fall of the Western
Zhou dynasty in China in 770 BC , which was the cause
of mass migration. However, in our opinion, this process
of migration was much wider and encompassed not only
the Sayano-Altai, but also the territories to the west of it-
Eastern Kazakhstan, Semirechie , the Aral Sea and the
steppes of the Zhayik-Irtysh interfluve.

As it was rightly pointed out by M. A. Itina and L. Ya.
Yablonsky, when considered at a high taxonomic level,
the hypothesis of the direct and direct origin of local
variants of the Saka cultures from Srubny or Andronov,
and the Central Asian-Kazakh genesis of the cultures
of the Saka circle, proves to be documented. However,
at the level of local ethno- and racogenesis, in the
narrow- regional sense, the thesis of direct continuity
of the population of two epochs no longer seems to be
so convincing. We agree with their statement that the
consideration of materials at the regional level does
not give grounds for talking about the gradualness of
the transformation processes in the formation of Saka
type cultures. Probably it is not smooth transformation,
but the appearance of heterogeneous associations
of migrant riders on the territory of Central Asia and
Kazakhstan, which did not have their own ethnogenetic
roots and introduced there the elements of their own
ethnic culture and a new genome that phenotypically
includes a complex of Mongoloid craniological features.

The intergroup analysis of craniometric features
by the method of the main components of the
craniological series of Western Siberia, Altai, Central
Asia, Kazakhstan, and Northwestern China of the
Bronze Age and the Early Iron Age led T.A. Chikishev
to an unexpected result: the morphological complex
of Andronov racial type is not noticed in most groups
of the Scythian-Saka culture representatives and the
Andronov anthropological layer cannot be considered
as the initial type for the main massif of the Scythian-
Saki population of Central Asia, Kazakhstan, Southern
Siberia and Central Asia.

L. Yablonsky also came to the same conclusion,
he notes that paleoanthropological materials, when
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analyzed at the population level, do not at all indicate a
universal “andronoidity” of the physical type of the Saka
population of Central Asia and Kazakhstan. He also
states that it is in the early Saka period in the territory
of Kazakhstan and Central Asia appear populations
that bear meso-brachicran with a more or less
pronounced Mongoloid admixture of an anthropological
complex unknown before in the central steppe area
of the classical Andronov culture. The analysis of the
archaeological and anthropological material from the
Southern Aral Sea region leads L.T. Yablonsky to a
number of extremely important, from our point of view,
conclusions: “1. The hypothesis of the direct overgrowth
of Andronov type cultures into Saka-type cultures is not
confirmed either by archaeological or anthropological
data when considering it at the level of local ethnogenes.
“ 2. The Mongoloid mixture is fixed for the first time in
the steppe part of Central Asia and Kazakhstan during
the development of the Saka type cultures. 3. The
change in the nature of the anthropological cover of
these territories clearly indicates the migration of the
Saka people. The Mongoloid admixture cannot have
a western, southern or Caucasian origin. Therefore,
the assumption of eastern (in relation to the Aral Sea)
ancestral home of the Saka tribes is quite justified... “.

The study of a small series of skulls from the burials
of the Early Saka period of the South Trans Ural area
showed, firstly, that both men and women have a
small admixture of Mongoloidity. Secondly, the genesis
of the population of this time is not connected with the
population of the previous final stage of the Bronze
Age. R.M. Yusupov notes that the cranial material of
the Savromatian time of the Southern Urals has not
revealed direct racogenetic connections of the South
Uralian Sauromats with the preceding population of the
Bronze Age.

In our opinion, the materials of the funerary
monuments of the Late Bronze Age and Early Saka
times of the Zhayik-Irtysh interfluve are fully confirmed
by the observations of paleoanthropologists.

In the steppe part of the Southern Trans-Ural, the
funeral monuments of the final bronze can be divided
into two chronological groups. The vast majority of
burials belong to the last centuries of the Bronze Age.
Monuments of the early group, of the last centuries
of the Bronze Age, are represented by small stone
or, mainly, earthen mounds, under the embankment
of which discontinuous ring rovics are occasionally
traced. Burials in the cultural layer of the settlement
and under a rectangular stone fence are known. The
burials were made both at the level of the ancient
surface or continent, and in shallow grave pits of the
sub-rectangular or oval shape. In the first case, these

are secondary graves, where the bones of the deceased
are stacked. In the second, the deceased were mostly
in a crouched posture on their side or, occasionally, on
their backs, head to the south, SSE, SSW, west or east.
The overlapping of grave pits with wood or stone slabs
is fixed. There is also a burial made based on the ritual
of burning in a grave pit. Funeral implements are usually
represented by ceramics. Small bronze ornaments, a
bone stamp, bronze knives, and a fragment of a small
hole are also found. Under the mound on the site
sometimes there are coals, ceramics (as whole vessels,
and their fragments), bones of domestic animals.
The specifics of the late group are determined by the
Western orientation and the weak crookedness of the
dead, the finds of iron knives and bony arrowheads.

In the North Kazakhstan, the funerary constructions
of the Sargarin-Alekseev culture of the Late Bronze Age
are represented by small stone fences of round, oval,
square or rectangular forms. They are built of plates,
folded flat into one or two layers or dug in vertically. Stone
pieces are fixed in the middle part of all investigated
fences. There were found structures consisting of two
or three inscribed rings or rectangles. The second type
of gravestones is a stone cast of laid flat plates. Grave
pits are small, mostly oval, about a third of the wells had
a rectangular shape. Occasionally, the walls of the pits
were partially covered with stone. In a number of cases,
stone boxes were found in the pits. The dead are buried
in a crooked position on their sides, their orientation
is unstable - head to the south, east, southwest, west
and northwest. The main accompanying inventory is
ceramics.

The absence of a genetic connection between the
Tasmola culture of Central Kazakhstan and Andronov
culture was noted by N.L. Chlenova. According to L.R.
Kyzlasov, the representtaives of the Tasmola culture
are not «the Saka by origin», that is, they are not
descendants of the «Andronov» culture. In his opinion,
the direct predecessor of the Saka of Kazakhstan is not
the Andronov culture, but the «culture of the Bagazy-
Dandybai monuments», which he includes into the circle
of Karasuk-type cultures. However, M.K. Kadyrbaev
noted that «attempts to trace the continuity between
the Begazy- Dandybai culture and the Tasmola culture
have not yet led to convincing results.» New research
in Central Kazakhstan allowed V.V. Varfolomeyev to
divide the funeral constructions of Begazy-Dandybai
culture into two groups. The group | includes burials of
the ordinary ppeople or ordinary community members,
burials of group Il - people of high social rank or ruling
nobility. By the beginning of the 21st century, over
130 funeral constructions of Begazy-Dandybai culture
from more than 30 cemeteries have been discovered

in Central Kazakhstan. Only a small part of them, 17
objects, are large and complex constructions known in
the literature as mausoleums.

In the monuments of group |, more than half of the
burials were made in stone boxes at the level of the
continent or the surface of the day. The graves are
enclosed by a fence of rectangular or square shape
from stone slabs laid flat, sometimes in several layers,
or mounted vertically. Stone areas of rectangular forms
and oval stone layers with a shallow grave pitin the center
are marketed. Almost in a quarter of cases, burials in
stone boxes were in the grave pits, inside the rectangular
fences. Occasionally there are ground graves in stone
fences or without them, covered with stone slabs. In the
monuments of the Il group (mausoleums) burial places
were either at the level of the mainland, or in graves-
cysts deep in the mainland, grave-boxes. The group
burials are prevalent according to the rite of the corpse,
the cremations are single. In both groups, the burial was
done in a crooked manner on one side. Occasionally
burials are found in the sitting position, with the belly
down and legs bent at the position «on the left side,» on
the abdomen, on the back with legs bent at the level of
the pelvis, and laid in the «on the right side» position.
The orientation of the buried is unstable, but dominates
the head to the northeast. The orientation of the buried
head to the north, east-north-east, south, south-west,
west, north-west is noted. The inventory is represented
mainly by ceramics.

The discovery of the Dongal burials in the burial
ground Kyzyl in stone constructions of two types did not
change the situation either. The ground part of the two
constructions of the first type is made in the form of a
low-lying squarer masonry of large and medium plates
in one or two layers. Vertically installed stones and slabs
are marked in the corners of the buildings. In the central
part of the masonry there is an open, stone-free space
above the earth grave pit. Pits oriented along the line
Z-B (cenotaph) or C-10, are overlapped by slabs. In the
burial pit of the structure 2 the buried one was laid down
onits side, his head to the south. The constructions of the
second type have the form of rectangular and rounded
carelessly made layers from flattened stacked stone
slabs. The burial places in them were made in shallow
round or square squares or a stone box, covered with
slabs. The victims were crouched on their sides, their
heads to the south. As in the burials of the second, and
in the burials of the first type, a vessel was placed in the
head of the buried man.

At present, in the Zhayik-Irtysh interfluve, a small
group of monuments of the transition time to the early Iron
Age is distinguished. The location of the burial mounds
of this time is very different from most necropolises of

the Bronze Age and close to the «nomadic» model.
Virtually all mounds have stone embankments of small
size (up to 8 m in diameter). Grave pits are constructed
only for putting the body. Almost half of the burials are
inlet or longline. The first are made in the mounds of an
earlier time, the second are chronologically close. The
dominant mode of dealing with the dead is inhumation
stretched out on the back often with a slight turn on the
side (most often on the left) and slightly bent legs at
the knees. Along with inhumation, cremation has been
recorded. The orientation of the head in the western
sector may have some deviations, but the facial area
is almost always turned to the north. The overwhelming
majority of the buried belong to the adults. The inventory
is extremely poor: an iron knife with a curved whisk,
bone socketed arrowheads, a stone tip of a dart, a bone
hack and an astragalus. From the additional ceremonial
features, itis worth mentioning a minimum of three cases
of detection of bones of sheep and ash. We should pay
attention to such a feature of ritualism as the absence
of ceramic dishes, which brings this group closer to the
burials of the early nomads of the VIII-VII centuries BC
of the same region.

In our opinion, the monuments of the first stage
of the Tasmola culture with the funeral traditions of the
previous period can be connected with stone rings or
rectangular fences at the base of the burial mound,
facing the walls of the grave pit with stone slabs, burials
on the horizon and in stone boxes. However, stone
rings or rectangular fences at the base of the kurgan
embankment are widespread not only territorially, but
also chronologically.

The discovery of the dromos graves in the elite
burial kurgans of the Early Saxon time allowed some
researchers to link them to the funerary structures of the
upper nobility of the late Bronze Age, the mausoleums
of the Begazy-Dandybai culture. However, in our
opinion, this comparison is purely external: a few land
mausoleums with a corridor-shaped entrance are
compared with dromos grave pits. Moreover, the form
of grave holes in the plan is very different from the
shape of the mausoleums, not to mention the difference
between their constructions. In addition to Central
Kazakhstan, dromos are known in the burial structures
of the Saka time of Semirechie (Zhetisu), Aral Sea, Altai,
Tarbagatay, they are also available in the South Trans
Ural area . According to A.Z. Beysenoy, it is a common
feature of the burial rite of the Early Saxon population
of the east of the steppe Eurasia, which dates back to
the late Bronze Age. But, nevertheless, he concludes
that for the Saka era of Kazakhstan dromos should be
considered local traditions, without substantiating this
statement at all.
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In our opinion, all the above data fully confirm the
conclusion made by K.A. Akishev saying that there
are changes not only in material culture, but also in
the funeral rite in Central Kazakhstan - the deceased
are put on the back, the head mainly to the north or
northwest, sometimes to the east and west. These
changes were completely unexpected in the 8th-7th
centuries BC. They, from his point of view, «can only
be explained by penetration or invasion and confusion
with the descendants of the Andronov culture in the 9th-
17th centuries BC or other new ethnic groups. The new
ethnos could have a dual origin: the eastern, perhaps
Protogun (the northern orientation, bronze bells, the
shape of the vessels), and the western, Sauromatian ...
«. At the same time, Semirechie (Zhetysu) and the Aral
Sea area, in his opinion, are the only regions in the Saka
world where the archaic features of the past Bronze
Age in material culture have been most persistently
preserved (burial rite, planning of supermodels, shape
of narrow-necked vessels, types of bronze implements
and weapons). K.A. Akishev outlined two main ways
of infiltration or tribe migration from east to west and
from west to east. The first passed through Altai, East,
Central and Western Kazakhstan, the second through
Xinjiang, Central Tien Shan and Pamir.

In our opinion, the proximity of the monuments of
Central Kazakhstan, the northwestern foothills of the
Altai, East Kazakhstan, the Dzungar Depression and
Northern China is based on common ways of settling in
the second half - the end of the VIII century BC. Related
groups of the nomads from the regions of Inner Asia -
through the Dzungar Gate and the Black Irtysh Valley,
along the foothills of the Altai to Central and Northern
Kazakhstan and further to the steppes of the South
Trans Ural area .

Common to all groups of settlers from Inner Asia,
who inhabited in the space from the northwestern
foothills of the Altai to the eastern spurs of the Ural
range, was the extensive use of stone for the erection
of extragalous structures - circular or rectangular layers
and fences, stone shells above the earth embankment,
stone sketches, and etc. The position of the deceased
was the same, they were put stretched out on the
back with a variety of orientations, but mainly in the
northern or western sector, and also in funeral-memorial
rituals of ceramic vessels at prohibition of placement
of entire vessels close to the deceased. Probably, the
heterogeneous composition of the settlers caused a
variety of funeral structures- a simple ground pit (the
main type of burial chamber), a stone box, a grave pit
with a pile, a grave pit with dromos for elite burials,
and others. However, in respect of sacred space
graves there were obviously two pronounced tradition.

According to the first, the tomb was intended not only for
the person but also for his horse. Hence, the room of the
deceased who has died in the Central Kazakhstan, is
accompanied by a «model» of the bridled horse- in the
form of skulls with harness and hoofs, or its «<symbol»
- bridle set. According to another tradition, not only the
grave pit, but somehow the allocated site under the
kurgan intended to be used only for humans.

In the North Kazakhstan and the South Trans-
Ural and, probably, in the Alakul hollow, the second
tradition of burial was more common- burial in a soil pit
of various constructions, including those with a fault,
without accompanying burial of the horse, its «mock-
up» or «symbol». In Central Kazakhstan, both traditions
coexisted. There are known funerary constructions of
various types, where only a person is buried; but in the
same buildings, with the exception of grave pits with
weakning, his horse, represented by a «mock-up» or
«symbol» (a bridle set), was also placed with the man.
The coexistence of both traditions is typical for the Aral
Sea area.

As in Central Kazakhstan, both noted traditions
coexist in the northwestern foothills of the Altai and
adjacent areas of East Kazakhstan. But, unlike the
South Trans Ural area and Central Kazakhstan, it is
allowed to bury a person with a horse in one sacral
space of a sepulchral pit with weakening. And most often
into the entrance pit a horse is placed, not its «mock»
or «symbol.» However, the horse is fenced off from the
person by the mortgage of the scam. The tradition of
placing a horse, but in a separate funerary chamber,
is well expressed in the Altai Mountains. Therefore,
the presence of a horse in grave pits or in individual
burial chambers in the monuments of the northwestern
foothills of the Altai is, in our opinion, is an evidence of
the impact of the Altai tribes on the population of the
foothills.

The movement of nomadic tribes from Inner Asia
took place, probably in several stages, it had a different
intensity and was sent to different regions. With the
first wave of migrations in the IX. BC, obviously, the
settlement of nomads in Tuva and Minusinsk Basin,
which leads to the final development of the Saka-type
cultures here. At the end of IX c. BC separate groups of
migrants of the first wave settled down in mountainous
regions of Altai. The migration to this region became
more widespread in the early VIII century BC. From
that time, the development of the steppes of Central
Kazakhstan also begins.

Apparently, the first wave of Central Asian
innovations is associated with this migration, which
led to the formation of the Early Scythian culture of the
first stage in the Northern Black Sea Coast and the

Caucasus, which appeared there no later than the middle
of the 8th century BC. The result of the innovations of
this wave was the spreading of bone plate-like three-
horned psalms in the Northern Black Sea region and in
the Caucasus, with images of the animal’'s head at one
end and hoofs on the other, bronze rod-shaped three-
sprung muff beetles, stinging tips, stinging tips and an
additional hole, animal style , bimetallic bitters, Beshtau
type boilers, some types of bronze double-bladed
arrowheads, etc.

The second, more massive, wave of migration
occurred, obviously, in the second half of the VIII century
BC or at the turn of the VIII-VII centuries BC. It covered
vast territories and probably passed in two ways. One
group of nomads passed through the Dzungar Gates,
Alakol Basin, Semirechie (Jetis) and South Kazakhstan
and reached the lower reaches of the Syr Darya and the
Amudarya. The second migration route passed through
East Kazakhstan, the northwestern foothills of Altai to
Central and Northern Kazakhstan and the South Trans
Ural area . Certain groups of migrants of this wave
penetrated, apparently, into the regions of the Altai
Mountains.

The composition of migrants was, in all probability,
very heterogeneous. Perhaps the first wave ofimmigrants
were, basically, the representatives of the tradition of
«corrupted burials.» The second wave covered mainly
representatives of the tradition of «extended burials».

The mixing of migrants with the local population,
which had its own regional peculiarities in funeral rituals,
led to the development of the peculiarities of the period
of the Early Saka culture of this or that region. Thus,
the peculiarities of the funeral rite of the population of
this time of Gorny Altai are due, probably, to the mixing
of the first wave migrants from Northwest Mongolia and
Northern China and the settlers from the plains to the
north of the Altai.

Penetration of the representatives of the second
wave of migrants into the mountainous regions of Altai
resulted in the appearance of burials there on the back at
relatively late stages of the existence of the culture of the
Early Saka period. The mixing of the traditions of funeral
rites of aborigines and migrants and the development
of the funeral rites of the population of the early Saxon
period of the South-Eastern Aral Sea on this basis was
well shown in M.A. Itina and L.T. Yablonsky’s work. A.S.
Yermolaeva also allows the coexistence and mutual
influence of the representatives of the Bronze Age and
the early Iron Age cultures in Eastern Kazakhstan for a
short period of time. A similar situation is recorded in the
south of Kulunda.

In the Northern and Central Kazakhstan, the
ecological crisis of the last third of the Il - beginning of

the 1st millennium BC caused the outflow of a significant
part of its population to neighboring regions, particularly
to the forest-steppe regions of Western Siberia, to the
Upper Irtysh region and the western foothills of the Altai,
and also, probably, further to the east, to the territory
of the Sayan-Altai and the Khakasso-Minusinsk Basin.
The traditions introduced by them have become one of
the main components in the development of the cultures
of the early Saka period.

The remaining population is mainly in the area of
mountain ranges of Northern and Central Kazakhstan
- Kokshetau, Karkaralinsk, Bayanaul, Kent, Ulutau and
others. These groups were able to adapt to the new
conditions, having transferred to the economy based on
various forms of specialized cattle breeding. Farming
was practiced where it was possible. The extraction
and processing of copper remained, however, in
less significant quantities. With this autochthonous
population it is possible to connect the inhabitants of
the settlements, which in their mass are represented by
small winter villages consisting of two or three buildings
under certain topographical conditions.

It should be noted that the study of settlements is a
new direction in the archeology of the early Iron Age of
Northern and Central Kazakhstan, which appeared only
at the beginning of the 21st century. Nevertheless, by
the present time certain stable ideas about this type of
monuments have already been accepted.

During the works in 2001 of the Saryarka
archaeological expedition of the Institute of Archeology
of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic
of Kazakhstan in the Karkaraly district of the Karaganda
region, certain settlements were identified that differed
sharply from the settlements of the Bronze Age in
terms of planning, area, stratigraphy, and construction
techniques. They were located in other topographical
conditions, rather than settlements of the Bronze Age,
including its final stage. Further work on the territory of
the Eastern Saryarka significantly increased the number
of such monuments, including those investigated by
excavations.

These settlements are far from the river valleys,
they are on the high eastern and southeastern slopes
of mountain ridges and separately rising large rocks,
in peculiar narrow niches covered by surrounding
hills. Open to the valleys, they are tied to small springs
draining from the mountains. According to the location
of the settlement, they tend to gravitate toward the
locations of the Kazakh wintering grounds of the 19th
and early 20th centuries. Some of them were used
secondarily by the Kazakhs of the specified period for
wintering. The selected group of settlements (there are
at least 50 of them opened in the eastern part of Central
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Kazakhstan in the autumn of 2015, half of them are
located in the area of Mount Yedirei) is characterized by
a manor, bored planning when the residential part of the
house and outbuildings form a single system. Most of
the settlements are represented by only a few buildings,
although they are quite large in area.

Identified dwellings of different shapes have stone
walls. Thanks to the use of stone and their planning
features, the settlements give the impression of a
structure of later time, in particular, they are very similar
to the destroyed Kazakh winter settlements. Moreover,
the technique that the ancient inhabitants used when
building the walls, existed among the Kazakhs living in
this territory, up to the 50-ies of the XX century. In the
settlement Taldysay clay platforms are opened, used,
most likely, for setting light portable dwellings such as
yurts.

The cultural layer of the settlements is insignificant
in power and rather poor. Findings are few and they are
mainly represented by pottery, stone implements and
animal bones. Pottery and jar forms are almost without
ornamentation. Vessels with spouts and sinks, pens,
ears, small cups are found. The main ornament consists
of a number of “pearls”, deep pits, impressions, which
are located under the whisk. Corollas are decorated
variously: flattened, rounded, mushroom-shaped, with
cornice, thickened, grooved.

Among the tools, hoes and hoe-shaped objects
prevail, numerous grain-scrapers, chimneys, therocs,
plate-plates, scrapers, bumpers, discs, rubies, etc. are
found. Metal objects are represented by a bronze knife,
iron bits, bronze crotch buckle.

Newly identified settlements were attributed to the
beginning of the early Iron Age. The basis for this, in
addition to the topographic features of the settlements,
was ceramics. According to A.Z. Beisenov, despite the
cardinal difference from the ceramics of the settlements
of the final bronze of Central Kazakhstan, some
general similarity to it in ornamentation, the shape of
the neck and corolla have still remained. The author
of the excavations stressed that a few ceramics of
newly discovered settlements only have a common
resemblance to ceramics from settlements of the final
bronze of Central and Eastern Kazakhstan. Later,
to the grounds for such dating, external features of
construction equipment were added, obtained from
pits and excavations, data of stratigraphy, layout of
dwellings and clothing inventory, although without listing
the data. According to A.Z. Beisenov, comparing the
dishes found on them with the ceramic complexes of
the settlements of this time of Northern Kazakhstan and
Altai is in favor of assigning the identified monuments to

the early Iron Age. The proximity of ceramics of some
monuments of the Volga region was also noted.
Studied in 1999-2001 in the Akmola region (North
Kazakhstan), the settlements Tasorka and Tasorka 1
are similar in their location, planning, and construction
of dwellings, power, saturation and cultural layer
content to those of Central Kazakhstan. The finds are
represented by a bronze single-edged knife, a bronze
three-blade petioled arrowhead, hoes, a pot, pestles
and other tools made of stone, as well as fragments of
pottery, ornamented pits and “pearls”. The dating of the
settlements by the Early Saka era (VIII-VI centuries BC)
is based on analogies with bronze articles. Ceramics
in form, technique of manufacture and ornamentation
finds direct analogies in the materials of the settlement
Kenotkel X, which allows, as M.Kh. Khabdulina
believes, to unite all three settlements into one cultural-
chronological group. According to her this group can
include some settlements of Central Kazakhstan,
studied by A. Kh. Margulan and A.Z. Beisenov. The
idea was supported by A.Z. Beisenov and V. G. Loman,
who noted that the settlement monuments of Central
Kazakhstan apparently belong to one-cultural with
a group of settlements of the Early Saka period in
the territory of the Akmola region. They also included
settlements of the Early Iron Age containing similar
material, discovered in the Altai into the same group.
In their article published in 2007, for the first time the
settlements of Central Kazakhstan were assigned to
the circle of monuments of the Early Saka time with
the estimated date of the 7th-5th centuries BC. Later,
on the basis of the features of ceramic complexes, the
dating of the excavated settlements in the framework of
VII-VI (VII-V) centuries was proposed BC. Radiocarbon
dating of bone samples from the homes of a number of
settlements showed a time interval within the mid-VIII-V
cc. BC. However, the bronze petiolate arrowhead,
knife, and crotch buckle found in the north- and central-
Kazakhstani settlements date back to the 7th-6th ccc
BC or VII-V cc. BC. Therefore, the issue of the VIII
century BC in relation to the settlements remains open.
M.V. Bedelbaeva and V.V. Varfolomeev drew
attention to the fact that settlements of the early Iron
Age with pottery of hole-pearl-shaped ornamentation
typical of the settlements of Central Kazakhstan
occupy a rather wide territory, including the Northern
and Eastern Saryarka, the Irtysh and the steppe Altai.
Having considered the taxonomic rank of the aggregate
of these settlements and their correlation with the
complexes of the final bronze and Tasmola culture,
they considered it expedient to single out a special
cultural and chronological version of the Khenokkel
type of monuments. In their opinion, it is likely that a

group of kenotkel-type settlements will eventually form
the main contingent of a special archaeological culture
(kenotkel?) As the source base expands.

A.Z. Beisenov having analyzed the ceramics of the
early Iron Age settlements from the Karkaraly region,
came to the conclusion that it differs quite clearly
from the dishes of the Dongal time (the final stage of
the Bronze Age). At the same time, A.Z. Beisenov and
his co-authors emphasize that in its peculiarities (the
shape of the vessels, the features of the coronets, the
ornamentation), the pottery of the settlements seems
to be genetically traced back to the Dongal pottery,
and in its origin this ceramics is associated with the
previous culture of the Dongal time . M.K. Khabdulina,
who points out that kenotkel-tasory ceramics, despite
its difference from the Dongal ceramics, also shares
a similar viewpoint concerning common genetic
relationship with it. Nevertheless, M.V. Bedelbayeva
and V.V. Varfolomeyeyv, having allocated monuments of
the kenotkel type, ascertained the problem of the origin
of the culture of these settlements. In their opinion, pit-
pearl- shaped ceramics is the only thing that connects
the settlements of the kenotkel type with the monuments
of the Dongal stage of the Bronze Age of Saryarka. In
this regard, the problem of searching for monuments
of a transitional type, arises without solving which
the hypothesis of the genetic connection of the latest
complexes of the Bronze Age and the earliest Iron Age
remains problematic.

A.Z. Beisenov and V. G. Loman referred the
settlement of Yedirei-2 to the monuments of the
transitional appearance, the dishes of which are
genetically related to the Dongal and the Early Saka
cultural and chronological layers. The ceramics of this
monument “draws” them with the ceramic complexes of
the settlements of Central Kazakhstan, referred earlier
to the Early Saka on the above-mentioned grounds.
The bronze nail-like awl from this settlement “obviously
gravitates towards the early Iron Age”, since similar
products are found on many monuments of the early
Iron Age of Western Siberia. In general, the materials
of the settlement Yedirei-2, which, in their opinion, is a
monument of Late Dingle time of the VIII-VII centuries.
BC can be characterized by a combination in the
ceramics of the Dongal-Early Ska features, that make
it possible to link the Early Saka settlements with the
monuments of the Dongal transitional stage and to
ascertain the fact of participation in the composition of
the culture of the Saka tribes of Central Kazakhstan by
the Dongal population.

According to A.Z. Beisenov and his co-authors, the
settlements of the early Iron Age were probably winter
settlements by their nature. M.K. Khabdulina divides the

settlements of the steppe zone of Northern and Central
Kazakhstan into two groups: large settlements and small
settlements. “The existence of settlements with capital
and labor-intensive construction of buildings - evidence
of their year-round and stationary use. The presence
of sedentary monuments of the second type - small
campsites located in mountain and small-hill valleys,
attests to the seasonal character of transhumance cattle
breeding. “ The existence of elements of sedentary
residence among the population at the very beginning of
the early Iron Age is also accepted by other researchers.

The composition of the inventory (stone hoes, kayla,
therochnics) of the Early Saka settlements indicates, in
M.K. Khabdulina’s opinion, the fact that the inhabitants
were mainly occupied by mining production, although
some of these tools could also be used in agriculture.
M.V. Bedelbayeva considers settlement Kenotkel X.
as a settlement of miners-craftsmen, on which the
initial technological stage of multistage metallurgical
production could be carried out.

V.G. Loman and A.Z. Beisenov believe that the
numerous finds of hoes and grain growers make
it possible to raise the question of the existence of a
special form of farming among the population that
functioned around the winter settlements. It is likely
that the agriculture was of the nature of a floodplain
hoe and it was similar to the form that existed in the
Kazakh tradition of Central Kazakhstan in XIX - early XX
century. They note that this form of farming functioned
exclusively in the orbit of the wintering space: small
crops of wheat, millet, barley were arranged near the
winter settlements, work on the care of crops was
assigned to a group of relatives (harvesters) who had
no cattle, cleaning took place after the return of elders
from the summer settlement.

In the opinion of the author of this study, the
settlements of the Early Saka time, discovered in the
North and Central Kazakhstan, belong to a very small
local autochthonous population, which continued the
traditions of the Late Bronze Age. It occupied a definite
ecological niche and co-existed with nomadic tribes
that came from Inner Asia, who had a different type of
economy and occupied a different ecological niche.

The arrival in the first quarter of | millennium BC
of new groups of people from Inner Asia led to the
temporary coexistence in the territory of North and
Central Kazakhstan of two closely connected groups
of the population - “autochthons”, heirs of the Bronze
Age foundations , and “migrants”, the representatives
of traditions that were dominant throughout the
subsequent centuries. At the initial stage, this
coexistence determined the appearance of monuments
of a “transitional” type, combining both traditions. In
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the future, despite close interaction, the use of various
ecological niches inside the steppe “autochthonous” and
“migrants” contributed to the continued preservation of
the traditions of the local population in material culture,
including the architecture of residential buildings and
ceramic production. Therefore, the genetic connection
of the ceramic complex, obtained from the winter
settlements, with the ceramics of the Dongal-type of the
final stage of the Bronze Age, and through it with the
late bronze cylinder ceramics of Central Kazakhstan, is
traced. And the architecture of residential structures of
winter settlements repeats the construction traditions of
the late Bronze Age of Central Kazakhstan. However,
the indigenous population probably could not have a
significant impact on the funeral rites of the newcomers.
Therefore, there seems to be almost no continuity in the
funeral rites of the Late Bronze Age and Early Saka time
of these territories. At the same time, the arrival of the
new population caused radical transformations of the
spiritual culture of “autochthonous” population, led to the
perception of new, early Saka traditions.

The migrants who occupied the Kazakh steppes
used, above all, the skills of the local population in cattle
breeding and metallurgy. The development of copper
mines continues, metallurgy and metalworking are
improved, as evidenced by the similarity of ligature and
foundry operations from late bronze to the early Saka
times. The presence of its own metallurgical base in
many respects determined in the future the leading role
of the “Tasmola population” in the steppes of the Zhayik-
Irtysh interfluve in the early Saka period.

The skills of using a stone for building dwellings
in winter settlements, no doubt, were used in the
construction of the elite early Tasmola kurgans.

The participation of the local population in the
formation of the anthropological type of nomadic
societies of Central Kazakhstan and the South Trans Ural
area is confirmed, to some extent, by anthropological
data. Thus, E.P. Kitov and A.A. Khokhlov consider the
possibility of biological contacts of newcomers from Inner
Asia with the local population who left the monuments
of Begazy-Dandybai type The analysis of the
craniological series of the Savromat time from the Orsk
region made by A.A. Khokhlov and S. Yu. Friesen led to
the conclusion that its main anthropological component
is probably genetically related to the andronoid steppe
populations of the Bronze Age. On the other hand, the
craniological series of the same time from the South
Urals burial ground Almuhametov shows that its main
anthropological component is not of local origin.

Almost the same conclusions were made by I.V.
Piankov. Noting the “matriarchality” and a number of
other peculiarities of the culture of the “Eastern Scythian

people: the Savromats, the Saka tribes, the Massagets
and the Issedons,” he concludes that these features can
be explained by the spread of some ethnic superstate:
the initial impulse was probably received in the heart
of Central Asia, Ordos and adjacent areas, and was
committed during the first centuries BC probably in
several waves, one of which reached in the VIl century
BC Azov and Ciscaucasia. The previous segment of
the population was, in most cases, not numerous and
quickly dissolved in the local ethnic environment, but left
behind a number of specific cultural features.

As it was already noted, the initial territories of
migration of the first millennium BC were probably areas
of Inner Asia (North and North-Western China and
Mongolia). In favor of the mentioned above assumption
is the data from archeology and anthropology. Thus, the
position of the deceased: stretched out on the back is
common for various cultures of Northern China starting
from the developed Neolithic age. The position of the
buried: stretched out on the back, the head most often in
the east, is typical for the culture of the tiled graves of the
Late Bronze Age and the Early Iron Age of Transbaikal,
Central and Eastern Mongolia, and parts of Northern
China. Sometimes a model of the horse - a head with a
skin and hoofs - was put into the grave pit. The burials
with the diseased stretched out on the back, the head
to the east are also characteristic of monuments of
the palatial type of Transbaikal. Quite often grave pits
in them contained skulls of animals, including horses.
The funerary inventory of “tilers” includes weapons
and accessories of horse harness. According to the
anthropological type, the population of the culture of tile
graves was the Mongoloids. Burials stretched on the
back with the head to the east are also researched in
the trapezoidal “Sherex” of the Central Mongol type of
the late Bronze Age.

On the territories close to Kazakhstan, the position
of the deceased is stretched out on the back, the head
to the north or west is recorded in the burials of the
Bronze Age (XV-VIII, XIlI-VIII or X-VIII centuries BC) of
the burial ground Kayermutsi in Northern Xinjiang. In the
Gumugou burial ground in the eastern part of the Tarim
basin (the first half of the 2nd millennium BC) most of the
burials are solitary, in an extended position on the back,
the head is oriented to the east. Buried in Gumugou
belonged to the proto-European anthropological type.
The mummies of people buried on the back found at
the Tieban River in Xinjiang belong to the same time. In
the Zhukaigou burial ground (Ordos, middle of the 2nd
millennium BC), burials were made in simple ground
holes with a predominant orientation to the north-west.
Single burials in them were in a stretched position on
the back. In paired burials, a man lies in a stretched

position on his back, a woman in a crooked position on
her side, facing the man.

Burials in catacombs are typical for different cultures
of North and North-Western China since the Bronze Age
and even the final Neolithic Age. The peculiarity of the
cultures of the early Iron Age Yanglan and Sha-ching
in the north-western province of Gansu is a significant
number of graves in grave pits. One of the ways to lay
the dead was to stretch their position on their backs,
head to the north or east. As noted by P.I. Shulga, the
territory of the Gansu and Qinghai provinces among
Chinese researchers is traditionally considered the
“homeland” of the blunders, where they occur from the
Neolithic period.

It should be pointed out that for the Bronze Age of
the Zhaiyk-Irtysh interfluve such burials are unknown,
as well as the position of the buried on the back.

In the east of Xinjiang in the burial ground Yanblaq,
the reference monument of the eponymous culture,
dating from the radiocarbon period 1200-550 BC
along with the prevailing number of burials with the
diseased put on the side, there are some burials with
the diseased stretching on the back. Funeral tools in
addition to products made of ceramics, bone, stone
include numerous items of bronze and iron, including
knives, arrowheads, mirrors with a central loop. The
anthropological analysis of a series of skulls of this
cemetery showed that the majority of skulls belong to
the Mongoloids, close in their morphological features
to the modern inhabitants of eastern Tibet, and only
eight specimen turned out to be Caucasoid, close to
the skulls of Gumugou. At the early stage of the burial
ground, the Caucasoids are relatively few. Accroding to
Yu. S. Khudyakov and S. A. Komissarov, it is most likely
that the mass penetration of the Mongoloids into the
Western Region began with the Yanblak culture.

The burial ground Upa (Ubao) from the same area
similar in burial rite and ceramics, but somewhat earlier
in time (about 1200 BC), there were both the Caucasoids
and the Mongoloids among the buried, with the
Mongoloids predominating. The mixture of Caucasoid
and Mongoloid traits is also fixed in the anthropological
materials of the Hanzigou burial ground, which dates
back to the second half of the Chungiu period (late VII -
beginning of the 5th century BC) and represents a later
version of the Yanblak culture.

In the southern foothills of the Central Tien Shan, a
culture of the Scythian epoch, dating back to its early
stages both in terms of inventory characteristics and
radiocarbon dates, represented by the Chauhu and
Qunbake burial grounds, was revealed. The received
radiocarbon dates determine the interval of its existence
within the period of 1000-500 BC and the half of the

burials in the marked cemeteries refers to the early
period. In the burial ground Chauhu, on the surface
of the burial, they were marked, as a rule, by stone
embankments, lay-outs or fences, under which there
were from one to several tombs.

The grave pits, which were covered with stone
slabs or wooden plaques, often had a short and shallow
dromos, and burials were often group secondary.
Among the methods of burial, two stand out: crooked
on their sides, head to the northwest and stretched
out on their backs head to the west with deviations to
the north or south. The graves of adults were often
accompanied by child burials and sacrificial holes with
skulls of horses, bulls, camels or skeletons of dogs. The
funeral inventory is represented by ceramics, iron and
bronze articles - knives, bits, including stapes with an
additional hole, clips, mirrors with a loop in the center of
the back, arrowheads, objects decorated in «Scythian»
animal style, etc.

The Tsunbake burial ground (Chunbak) belongs
to one of the variants of the Chauhu culture as well.
The surface of the burial was marked with stone
embankments, under which were located one or several
grave pits, covered with wooden plaques. There are
also grave pits with short dromos. In a few cases, a
chamber with a corridor was erected from logs on the
day surface, after which an earth burial mound was
poured over it. The grave was covered with stone slabs
or wooden plaques. The bottom of the pits could be lined
with poles or mats from the grass. Group secondary
graves predominate; bones and wooden structures, as
a rule, are strongly burned. Near the graves there were
sacrificial pits with bones (mostly skulls) of horses and
camels. Burials were also found where the dead were
laid on their backs with their legs bent upwards, head
north or northwest, or crookedly on their sides. The
funeral inventory is represented, in addition to ceramics,
with various products made of bronze, iron, wood
and bone. Among the bronze items are the bits with
staggered ends, including those with additional holes,
three-lobed petiolate arrowheads, a mirror in the form
of a flat disc without a handle or with a long side handle
that has an hole at the end.

In the burial grounds Yanghai 1 and 2 (Xinjiang),
burials occurred in simple ground pits, pits with a ledge
along one of the walls or pits with shoulder straps. The
deceased were placed directly on the bottom of the pit
or on special wooden beds crookedly on their sides,
stretched out on their backs or on their backs with knees
bent at the knees, their head mostly to the southeast.
Burials are single, paired and tiered. Together with the
deceased, parts of carcasses were placed in the grave,
most often heads of small and large cattle. Among the
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funerary implements are painted ceramic vessels of
various types, wooden containers and large dishes,
bone combs, bronze knives, trimmings, armament and
harness, tools for obtaining fire and so on. Of particular
interest are knives, bits and pendants, wooden
containers with images of animals in animal style. Both
burial grounds are preliminarily referred to the period of
2000-1000 BC by Chinese archaeologists. P.I. Shulga,
believes that burials in these burial grounds were made
in the VIII-IIl centuries BC.

The position of the buried “stretched on the back”
head to the west is distingushed, with the prevalence of
burials in the position “on the side”, in the burial ground
Kizil (Xinjiang), attributed to 1000-600 BC. There are
also ring or sub-rectangular fences around the grave
pits, built of horizontally laid stones. The kurgan was
occasionally filled with a ring fence from flattened stones
or partially covered with a stone shell.

The simple ground pits of the burial ground Lushui
on the southern outskirts of the Takla-Makan desert in
the foothills of the Kunlun Ridge (Xinjiang) in most cases
contained the remains of several people buried layer
by layer one above the other. According to a series of
calibrated radiocarbon dates, the cemetery dates from
the period 910-770 BC. The dead were placed on their
backs with their legs bent at the knees, their head to the
east. On the surface, the burial places were marked with
concentric walls, built of large boulders, or with stone
outlines. On the east side, a circle of smaller diameter,
usually containing ash and charred remains of animals,
usually adjoined a large circle. The funeral inventory
is represented by flat-bottomed and round-bottomed
ceramic vessels with carved and combed ornamentation,
bronze double-bladed socketed arrowheads, knives,
donkeys, bronze mirrors, bronze and gold ornaments
(earrings, bracelets). In general, it should be noted that
Northern China is part of the Central Plain and its so-
called northern border belt from the Gansu province in
the west to the river. Liaohe (Manchuria) in the east is
almost the only region in the eastern part of Eurasia,
where one can trace the continuous development of
horse equipment from the 11th to the 5th centuries BC.

According to Yu. F. Kiryushina and A.A. Tishkina,
the tradition of making mirrors with a rim and a central
handle-loop first came to the Altai and Kazakhstan in
the 7th-16th centuries BC from China, where it was first
mentioned in the VIII-VII centuries BC and then spread
further. G.N. Kurochkin having a similar point of view,
points out the appearance of mirrors with a looped
handle in the north of China from the XIII-XII centuries
BC in the monuments of Western Zhou (late XI - early
VIIl centuries BC), such mirrors sometimes have a
rim. In his opinion it is possible to directly compare the

earliest mirrors with the rim and the central handle-loop
from Altai with Chou mirrors.

A.A. Kovalev points out the appearance of images
of coiled and lying panthers, deer “on tiptoes,” wild
boars, heads of a bird of prey in a typical Scythian-
Siberian animal style, as well as mirrors with a rim in
the monuments of the Nanshangen type in North China
as early as the 9th-8th centuries BC. S. Bogdanov
draws attention to the fact that to the north of the Great
Wall of China there is a whole group of small plastic art
objects that can rightly be called the early examples of
the Scythian-Siberian animal style and date them as
well within the IX-VIII centuries BC. This group includes
weapons, sewing plaques and plates with images of
coiled and lying panthers, tiptoes, wild boars, heads
of predatory birds in Nanshangen-type monuments, a
bronze mirror depicting a curled wolf-like predator. This
includes jade pendants in the form of deer (random
findings in North China), a bronze tube from the
collection of 1.G. Anderson (Ordos).

At the present time, there are also sufficient grounds
for the idea that the image of a predator curled into a
ring is formed in the territory of Inner Asia on the basis of
Chinese zoomorphic ring-shaped compositions. Bronze
mirrors with a “border” and a handle in the form of a
loop in the center of the disk with engraved images of
the curled animals originate from Xinjiang. The panther,
curled into a ring, is also depicted on a mirror with a long
side handle from Izmailovka in East Kazakhstan. From
the Inner Asia, the motif of a curled predator penetrates
into the more western regions of Eurasia.

In our opinion today the most acceptable theory is
the emergence and genesis of Scythian animal art in
the steppes of Eurasia. It was outlined in the work of
G.N. Kurochkin. He represents this development as a
series of successive stages. At the first, Central Asian
stage, the main core of those images that are pivotal
for the entire Scythian world was formed. These are the
stories: a boar “on tiptoe” or in a “sudden stop” position,
standing “on the pointe”, or “flying” deer, curled in a ring
or fallen to the ground of a panther. The next stage is
characterized by the distribution of the indicated plots
from Altai to the Urals. The subsequent stages in the
development of Scythian animal art are associated
with the appearance of Scythians in Southeast Europe,
their stay in the Near East and the development of the
Northern Black Sea region after the return from the
Asiatic campaigns.

According to M.V. Gorelik, the formation of a classic
Eurasian coinage occurred, most likely, in Southern
Siberia or in Ordos. The volumetric image of the bird’s
head under the blade, the curved beak, forming the ring
for suspension testify to its eastern origin. Considering

the origin of the Aldy-Belsky chisels N. Yu. Smirnov
singled out two cultural traditions. One of them is
oriented to Northwest China and Mongolia, the second,
somewhat later, to the Sayan-Altai region. They are
both genetically related to the tradition of the Chinese
yarn weapons of the melee Yin era. Prototypes of the
Sayan-Altai chisels themselves, in his opinion, should
be looked for in the traditions of China and its immediate
“barbaric” environment.

Some very interesting materials were obtained by
the Chinese archaeologists during the excavation of
the burial ground Shankunlin - the “state cemetery” of
the Go homeland (North Go), which functioned during
the reign of Xuan-wang (827-782 BC). Among the
numerous funerary implements here are products of
“northern origin” - bronze mirrors, armor plates and, the
belt, recruited from gold plaques, should be mentioned
as well. As S.A. Komissarov points out, the belt is a
unique phenomenon for China, whereas in a later era it
is widely represented among the peoples of the northern
steppe zone.

The most reasonable at the present time, according
to A.l. Ivanchik, is the hypothesis about the origin of cast
bronze helmets of the “Kuban” type from North China.
Finds of very close specimens are known here in the era
of Western Zhou, and they are associated with nomadic
ethnoses inhabiting the north of the ancient Chinese
lands. In our opinion, K.V. Chugunov’s view saying
that arrows with petiolate embouchment appeared in
China of the Western Zhou which was inhabited by the
nomadic tribes in its the southern regions of the steppe
zone, is fair. However, bronze two-bladed petioled
arrowheads are known in China already in the Late Yin
period.

According to S.S. Tur craniological materials of Altai
indicate the extreme morphological and, accordingly,
genetic heterogeneity of the Early Scythian population
of the Altai. In the craniological series of this period,
Mongoloid and Europoide complexes of characters are
distinguished, as well as Caucasoid-Mongoloid types of
mixed origin.

Considering the Scythian-Saka population, V.P.
Alekseev singled out in his composition a special racial
variant, represented in the Syr Darya, in East Kazakhstan
and in the Altai. This option, in his opinion, is similar to
the modern South Siberian race, which has a mixed
origin and formed on a vast territory from Mongolia in the
east to Kazakhstan in the west, beginning with the era
of the late bronze iron. The penetration of the Mongoloid
elements into the Syr Darya basin, East Kazakhstan
and the Altai mountains took place, in his opinion, from
Central Asia. In addition, V.P. Alekseev noted that,
based on paleoanthropological data, one can speak in

favor of the point of view of those researchers who see
many features of Central Asian origin in the culture of
the Saka tribes of Kazakhstan and Altai.

Summing up the anthropological studies of the early
Saka population of the Southern Aral Sea region and
speaking about the Sakarchagin group, L. Yablonsky
emphasizes that the eastern direction of genetic
connections in this case is the only possible one. Based
on the similarity of this group to the Karasuk population of
the Minusinsk depression, he makes the assumption that
some groups of the Karasuk population could take part
in the development of the anthropological appearance
of the Saka population in Northern Kazakhstan and the
Aral Sea region.

The anthropological analysis of the craniological
materials of the Early Saka time of the Eastern Aral
region also revealed the presence of skulls in which
the Mongoloid impurity is established with a sufficient
degree of reliability. The penetration of the Mongoloids
into the population of the early Saka time of the Aral Sea,
Kazakhstan and Kirghizia, in the opinion of V.V. Ginzburg
and T.A. Trofimov, could occur both at the expense of
the movement of the Mongoloid and mixed populations
from the Altai, and the migrations of Mongoloid groups
from Central Asia through the Dzungar gate and along
the river valleys (Irtysh, Ili).

Thus, the Mongoloid admixture, with varying degrees
of severity, is recorded in all early Saka craniological
samples of the Aral Sea, both in the South and in the
East. Moreover, a tangible Mongoloid admixture in the
population appeared here at the initial stage of the
development of Saka cultures, in absolute dates - in
the 8th-6th centuries BC. The fact that the population
of the Early Saka time appeared in the South Aral Sea
as a result of migration is not in doubt, because in the
Bronze Age, due to environmental reasons, this area
was completely empty. The appearance of a Mongoloid
admixture in the Aral Sea, simultaneously with the
appearance of the nomadic communities of the Early
Saxian type, makes it quite logical, according to L.T.
Yablonsky, that these communities were representatives
of the Mongoloid characteristics.

All this corresponds to the conclusions made by
V.P. Alekseev and I.I. Gokhman about the spread of
the features of the representatives of the Mongoloid
complex together with brachicranian Caucasoids, from
east to west. L.T. Yablonsky stated that a more or less
pronounced Mongoloid admixture, most likely of Central
Asian origin, was first recorded in the eastern steppe at
the time of Saka cultures development. He also notes
that, perhaps, the solution of the problem of the origin of
the Mongoloid component in the population of the early
Saka time in the steppes of Central Asia and Kazakhstan
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is associated with the study of paleoanthropological
materials from the territory of Xinjiang and the southern
regions of Dzungaria.

The studies of craniological materials of the Early
Saka period of the Southern Transural Region showed,
firstly, the presence of a Mongoloid admixture in this
epoch and, secondly, that the genesis of the “Saka”
population who left the cemeteries in this territory is not
connected with the population of the previous final stage
of the Bronze Age. This, in the opinion of E.P. Kitov and
A.A. Khokhlov, suggests that the emergence of the
physical appearance of the population of the Trans-
Urals at an early stage of the early Iron Age depended
on the influx of people who left the monuments of the
Tasmola culture in Central Kazakhstan. However, it is
impossible to deny the participation of the local people in
the formation of the anthropological type of the nomadic
society of the South Trans Ural area , albeit very few,
people.

The craniological materials of the Tasmola culture
speak about the extreme heterogeneity of the population
of Central Kazakhstan in the early Saka period, their
mixing at least at the level of several generations of the
Caucasoid and Mongoloid (or already mixed Europoid-
Mongoloid) population. This, according to E.P. Kitov and
A.A. Khokhlov at least part of their representatives are
from Central Asia. Ways of penetration, probably lay
through the Dzungar Depression from the territory of
Xinjiang, with the possible process of biological contacts
with the local population that left the monuments of
Begazy-Dandybai type.

The craniological materials from the elite burial
ground Taldy-2 belonging to the early Saka time, which
differ greatly in their morphological originality against
the background of other skulls of the Tasmola culture
draw much attention. The closest to the Taldin range
is the series from the “valley of the river Or »(Xinjiang,
China). The set of the same series of the Tasmola
culture is among the series of the Saka of the Aral Sea,
Northern and Eastern Kazakhstan. The Taldin series
is characterized by “pseudo-Mongoloidity,” which,
according to A.Z. Beisenov and E.P. Kitov, was formed
on the basis of the population of the Caucasoid form
at the junction with groups that have the Mongoloid
component, which was introduced long enough and
managed to form specific Euro- Mongoloid features,
with the domineering role of the first. The territory on
which these specific features could be formed covers
Eastern Kazakhstan, Altai, Xinjiang and Tuva. It is
interesting that in the burials of the early nomads of
these regions the tradition of posthumous trephination
of skulls is fixed. Moreover, in Tuva, it is close to the
technique of execution, fixed in the monuments of

the Tasmola culture, which may indicate the common
origins of this tradition.

It is also noteworthy that the craniological series
from Taldy-2 fixes the most “eastern” signs not only
among the population of the Tasmola culture, but also
among the other Saka series of the Eastern Aral, Gorny
Altai, and Xinjiang. Tuva, Western Mongolia and the
Minusinsk Basin. This again confirms the point of view
expressed by many anthropologists that the population
of Central Kazakhstan has a connection with the
“eastern impulse” in general and with the territory of Altai
or Xinjiang in particular.

It seems that the E.P. Kitov and A.Z. Beisenov’s
ideas on the anthropology of the population of the
early Saka period of Central Kazakhstan do not
contradict the conclusions of earlier studies. As a result
anthropological studies of a series of skulls from the
monuments of the first stage of the Tasmola culture
of Central Kazakhstan, conducted by O. Ismagulov,
showed that the anthropological type of both male
and female skulls is Europeoid in general, with some
admixture of Mongoloid elements. The appearance of
the latter is due to the penetration of the Mongoloid
groups. The closest morphological similarity of the
“Tasmola people” is found, on the one hand, with the
Saka tribes of the Aral Sea and, on the other hand, with
the “Scythians” of the Altai. This similarity is due to the
fact that they absorbed, probably, the same Mongoloid
components. As Ismagulov believes, the penetration of
the Mongoloid component into Kazakhstan and Central
Asia is originated from Central (Inner) Asia not only
through the Altai, but also from the Dzungarian Basin.
The anthropological study of a small series of skulls
from the Early Usolinsky monuments, conducted by
A.S. Ismagulova and A.Z. Beisenov, showed that the
characteristics of the male skulls are closest to the series
of skulls from the Mountainous and Piedmont Altai and
Tuva. Similarity is also observed with cranial materials
from the Aral Sea region. This data, according to the
authors of the study, allow us to conclude that there are
certain contacts of the population of Central Kazakhstan
with the Mongoloid population of the eastern regions of
Central (Inner) Asia.

In our opinion, the activeness of the nomads on the
borders of the Eastern and Western Chou and their
migration to both north and west should be connected,
first of all, with changes in environmental conditions in
the steppes of Mongolia, North and North-West China.

As the data of paleoclimatic studies show, the period
near the turn of the II-I millennium BC on the whole
territory of the steppe from the Urals to the Khingan is
characterized as an epoch with quite pronounced arid
climatic conditions. In the future the era of pronounced

ecological crisis in the steppes of Mongolia and the
period of desertification of North and North-West China
correspond to optimal ecological conditions in Central
Kazakhstan, South Trans Ural area and South Aral.
Almost simultaneously in the steppes of Mongolia
and Northern Kazakhstan there is a transition to more
favorable conditions. However, in Northern Kazakhstan
this transition was more pronounced and proceeded
mush faster than in Mongolia.

The paleoclimatic data seem to show, first, the
ecological conditionality of the direction of migration of
the nomads of Inner Asia at the beginning of the first
millennium BC. And, secondly, the reasons why their
resettlement to North and Central Kazakhstan and the
Southern Aral Sea could not have happened earlier - at
the end of the 9th - beginning of the 8th centuries BC.

So, the expanses of the Zhayik-Irtysh interfluvial
steppes in the VIII-VI centuries. BC were occupied by
the representatives of three related cultures - Tasmola
of Central Kazakhstan, Ulubaev-Tasmola of Northern
Kazakhstan and Bobrov-Tasmola of the South Trans-
Ural. All of them were a part of the Tasmola historical
and ethnographic community, the leading role in which,
was undoubtedly, paid by the tribes from Central
Kazakhstan .

According to their basic parameters, the funeral
complexes of the Tasmola community are quite different
from the monuments that were left behind by the nomads
of adjacent territories - the Southern Ural, the Aral Sea,
East Kazakhstan and the Altai.

At the same time, the funerary monuments of these
regions also fix a certain closeness of the cultures of the
early nomads from Altai to the Urals. It manifests itself
in the similarity of the elements of the funeral rite, and,
mainly, in the vicinity of the funerary inventory. At the
heart of this proximity lies, in our opinion, the process
of the formation of the early Saka cultures of the steppe
Eurasia.

The comparative analysis of funerary monuments
of the end of the Il - first half of the | millennium BC
of the Zhayyk-Irtysh interfluve steppes leads us to the
conclusion that it is impossible to remove the cultures of
the early nomads of the region from the earlier cultures
of the late Bronze Age. The issue of the emergence of
heterogeneous associations of migrant riders on the
territory of Central Asia and Kazakhstan can be touched
upon here, which do not have their own ethnogenetic
roots and brought the elements of their own ethnic
culture and a new genome that phenotypically includes
a complex of Mongoloid craniological characters.

The initial territory of migrations was, in our view,
areas of Inner Asia (North and North-Western China
and Mongolia). This assumption is currently confirmed

not only by the data of archeology, but, as it seems, of
anthropology too.

The movement of nomadic tribes from Inner Asia
occurred, probably, in several stages and had different
intensity which was directed to different regions. The first
wave of migration, in the late IX - early VIII centuries BC
was apparently directed mainly to Tuva, the Minusinsk
hollow, and also to the mountainous regions of the
Altai. Perhaps, from the same time, the development
of the steppes of Central Kazakhstan also begins. The
second, more massive, wave of migration occurred,
in all likelihood, in the second half - the end of the VIII
century BC or at the turn of the VIII-VII centuries BC.
One group of the nomads of this wave, passing through
the Dzungar Gate and the Alakol Depression, rushed
through Semirechie in the Aral Sea region. The path
of the other group, according to the planned model of
the movement of nomads in the Zhayik-Irtysh interfluvial
steppes, ran through the Dzhungar depression and the
Black Irtysh valley, along the western (East Kazakhstan)
and northwestern foothills of Altai to Central and Northern
Kazakhstan and further into the steppes of the South
Trans Ural area . Separate, apparently small, groups of
migrants of this wave penetrated into the mountainous
regions of Altai.

General ways of resettlement of the nomad related
group in the second half of the VIII century BC or at the
turn of the VIII-VII centuries BC were the basis for the
proximity of the funerary monuments of these regions,
as it is noted by many researchers. The heterogeneous
composition ofthe migrants, as well as the heterogeneous
composition of the aboriginal population, which had its
own regional peculiarities in funeral rituals, determined
the formation of the peculiarities of the cultures of the
early Saka time of a particular territory.

The reason for these migrations, in our opinion, notin
political events on the border of China and the nomadic
world but in the change in environmental conditions in
the steppes of Inner Asia.

The basis for the development and functioning of the
community of the early nomad culture of Kazakhstan
and Central Asia, including the Tasmola historical-
ethnographic community, was a pasture-nomadic
system or a system of seasonal distribution of pastures
and water sources. Having appeared in the era of late
bronze, it existed in a number of areas of the Eurasian
steppe without any major changes until the beginning of
the twentieth century.

The functioning and genesis of the nomadic
type of economic activity with all its variants, which
was a peculiar form of human adaptation to specific
environmental conditions in certain spatial and historical
boundaries, depended to a large extent on the special
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climatic and natural conditions of the arid zone of
Eurasia and were dictated by the need to organize
a normal reproduction of the herd to ensure as the
least necessary product for working individuals. In the
natural and climatic conditions of the Eurasian steppes,
semi-deserts and deserts, including the steppes of the
Zhayik-Irtysh interfluve, the nomadic economy was
the only possible and economically justified in the pre-
capitalistic era. In addition, this type of economy was
the most rational and most fully corresponded to the
natural and climatic conditions at the existing level of
development of the productive forces. As N.E. Masanov
emphasizes, no other form or mode of management
could offer any realistic alternative to the development
of the vast expanses of the Eurasian temperate belt.
As a result, nomadism in the Eurasian steppes, semi-
deserts and deserts, having formed at the end of the
Bronze Age, existed until the end of the XIX - beginning
of the XX century.

The specifics of the extensive nomadic economy,
which has changed little over time, and ecologically
similar conditions that lead to the development of the
same type of nomadic economy, make it possible to
attract data on nomadic peoples in the recent past
for the reconstruction of the economy, culture, socio-
economic structures of the ancient nomads of the
Eurasian steppes, semi-deserts and deserts. The most
interesting in this regard is the nomadic society of
the Kazakhs of the XVIII - early XX centuries, various
aspects of the economy, material culture and social
organization of which have been studied in details. And
their system of conducting a nomadic cattle-breeding
economy, as K.A. Akishev outlined, differed little from
the practice of economic activities of ancient nomads.

When using historical and ethnographic data, it is
necessary to take into account the fact that they mostly
refer to the second half of the XIX - beginning of the
XX century. However, already in the middle of the 18th
century, the gradually growing process of settling the
nomadic Kazakhs began, which was largely connected
with Kazakhstan’s accession to Russia. It was caused
both by internal, occurring inside the Kazakh society,
and external reasons. The development of the settled
way went along the path of reducing the radius of
nomadism and the transition to semi-nomadic economy.
Moreover, this should be specially emphasized,
subsidence initially took place mainly in the northern
steppe areas in the territories adjacent to the Russian
border lines, that is, in the areas of the former summer
pastures. Hence the numerous references to winter
pastures in the steppe zone of Kazakhstan, contained in
the sources of the XIX - early XX century. These sources
often give a characterization of the Kazakh cattle farm

without dividing them into nomadic and semi-nomadic.
However, it should be remembered that if during the
18th and early 19th centuries the absolute majority of
the main population of Kazakhstan was a “pure nomad”,
then in the second half of the 19th and beginning of the
20th century only about a quarter of the total population
of Kazakhstan carried on the traditional nomadic way
of life. The most common type of economy among the
Kazakhs of this time was semi-nomadic cattle. It is
characterized by a pasture-stabling system of livestock
keeping - during the spring, summer, autumn, and partly
winter cattle were kept at the fodder. In unfavorable
winter time, pets were left in stalls and fed with hay.
Haymaking, therefore, was one of the significant features
of the Kazakh semi-nomadic cattle farm. Haymaking
was more developed in East Kazakhstan, in Semirechie
and in a number of other regions, where semi-nomadic
cattle breeding predominated. However, in the steppe
zone of Kazakhstan, haymaking was widespread among
the semi-nomadic Kazakhs only in the second half of the
19th century, and was largely borrowed from immigrants
from European Russia, mainly from the peasants.

Another important feature of semi-nomadic cattle
is agriculture. Initially, the poor began to occupy
themselves with it, and only later a fairly well-to-do part
of the population passes to it.

For the semi-nomadic pastoral economy of the
Kazakhs the presence of a permanent dwelling on
wintering grounds is also common - from dugouts and
semi-earthy houses to houses made of wood, adobe
brick and stone. Here it should be emphasized that
in the northern half of Kazakhstan the first permanent
winter dwellings appeared at the end of the XVIII -
beginning of the XIX century. They were built mainly
by the impoverished, deprived livestock of the Egenshy
who remained in the north. Since the middle of the XIX
century, the construction of long-term winter dwellings
in the marginal areas of Kazakhstan, near the Russian
border lines, is gaining mass character. However, until
the end of the XIX century, the Kazakh cattle breeders
were absolutely dominated by a temporary type of
settlements, represented by seasonal camps, the basis
for the formation of which were demountable dwellings
(yurts, huts) and mobile (non-separable) dwellings on
wagons, as well as portable collapsible cattle pens. In
connection with the development of haymaking and
farming, some changes occur in the composition of the
herd. Unlike nomads, among the semi-nomadic people
cattle occupies a significant place.

Among the external causes leading to the settling
of the nomads and their transition to semi-nomadic
economy, it is necessary to highlight the narrowing
of pasture spaces primarily due to the reduction of

summer pastures as a result of the construction of
border fortified lines, the organization of a network
of support bases penetrating into the depths of the
steppes, both in fortified outposts and in the form of the
Cossack villages. A further significant reduction in the
area of summer pastures used by the nomadic Kazakhs
occurred in the second half of the 19th and beginning of
the 20th century as a result of summer settlements and
also because by this time many summer territories were
occupied by winter pastures, hayfields and arable lands
by the Kazakhs leading a semi-nomadic and settled way
of life. This caused a violation of the traditional ways of
nomadism, led to a further reduction in the distance of
nomadic movements. The seizure of land in the north
led to changes in the location of winter pastures and
traditional roaming routes.

Before describing the nomadic economy of the
Kazakhs of the Zhayyk-Irtysh interfluve, it should
be noted that the landscape and climatic conditions
of most of the | millennium BC in the steppes of the
Zhayik-Irtysh interfluve are not more favorable for the
nomads compared to the XVIII-XIX centuries. And, what
is especially important to emphasize, these conditions
were more unfavorable than in the XX century, especially
in its second half.

One of the main features of the economy of the
nomadic Kazakhs was the pasture-nomadic system, or
the seasonal distribution of pastures and water sources,
with year-round roaming in the meridional direction,
with permanent areas of summer and winter pastures
(a closed cycle of nomadic migration). The formation of
this system was due to natural and climatic factors (air
temperature, height and density of the snow cover, the
number and seasonal distribution of precipitation, etc.);
zonality and seasonal features of the productive period
with active vegetation and its low fodder productivity;
pronounced aridity and uneven distribution of water
sources, their seasonality; periodicity of eating cattle
meager vegetation. All these factors determined not
only the dynamic state of nomads, who were forced to
move in search of natural grass and water sources, but
also to a large extent the time and the specific direction
of these movements, that is, the seasonal nature of the
use of pastures.

The distribution of pastures based on the seasons
of the year focused mainly on the effective use of
such natural and climatic features as the zoning of the
vegetation period of the vegetation cover, the seasonal
nature of its highest productivity, the frequency of
eating grasses by domestic animals. As a result the
ephemera and ephemeroids dominate in the south in
the deserts, the development of which is associated with
winter-early spring humidification. In May, their green

mass, containing 75 to 90% moisture, dries, retaining,
to a large extent, its nutritional value. But any rain in
the summer, late autumn or warm winter immediately
gives rise to a green mass (otawa). In the wormwood
associations of the northern deserts and semi-deserts,
the green mass reaches a maximum only by the middle
of autumn, and wormwood is mostly eaten after the
first colds, when their essential oils volatilize. Therefore,
pastures with wormwood associations located in the
south of Kazakhstan are especially valuable only in
late autumn, when they perform the role of “pasturing”
pastures.

In addition, for each season there were other criteria
for selecting pastures. In winter, besides the quality
of the grass the density and height of the snow cover
were of the greatest importance, in the summer-autumn
period - the availability of water sources. For livestock
farming, not only a uniform network of water sources
is needed, but also the possibility of rapid single use
of water. A large influence on the choice of seasonal
pastures was provided by the composition of the herd.
Different species of animals required different conditions
for water supply and morphologically diverse types of
vegetation cover.

Winter pastures are especially valuable for the
nomads due to the sharply continental climate of the
steppes, semi-deserts and deserts of Kazakhstan, the
lowest productivity of natural grass. Therefore, they
had to meet special requirements. The places of winter
pastures of the nomads of steppes and semi-deserts
of Zhayik-Irtysh interfluve have been determined, in the
opinion of K.A. Akishev, even in the early Iron Age (VIlI-
IV centuries BC), and the best of them did not change
during the whole period of existence of nomadism
in Kazakhstan. They were located mainly in south of
the ones used in summer - in the northern deserts of
Kazakhstan and Central Asia. In the areas of Semirechie
(Zhetysu), due to the peculiarities of the natural and
climatic conditions, the winter pastures were in the north
from the summer, but also in the desert zone.

The location of winter pastures in the desert zone
was determined by the natural geographical conditions
of the region and the biological characteristics of
domestic animals. In this zone, the frost-free period is
longer, the thickness and density of the snow cover is
less, and the duration of its stable bedding. There is less
danger of snowdrifts, blizzards and snowstorms.

The studies of climatic conditions hampering the
grazing of domestic animals, in particular sheep, which
form the basis of the nomad herd, enabled climatologists
to introduce the concept of «non-grazing day» and with
its help to determine the possibility of using pastures
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in winter in various regions of Kazakhstan. A large
number of non-grazing days, that is, long periods of
pasture fodder due to weather conditions, creates a
difficult situation for livestock breeding, often leading
to jute - the massive depletion and death of wild and
domestic animals. The average number of non-grazing
days in winter conditions for sheep in the semi-desert
and steppe zones of Kazakhstan increases from south
to north. The greatest number of non-grazing days in
the northern regions of Kazakhstan is in January-March,
in the central - in February-March, in the southern - in
January-February. The maximum number of non-grazing
days reaches 90-120 days and 60-90 in the Pribalkhash
region, 120-150 in Central Kazakhstan, 120-150 in North
Kazakhstan, 140-160 days in the South Trans Ural area
(Kustanai oblast) . And the probability of the onset of
winters with the maximum number of non-grazing days
varies in the range of 5-10%, that is, similar winters
occur once in 20-10 years.

It should be noted that the data given on the number
of non-grazing days are common for lowland pastures.
Local peculiarities of the territory can make a noticeable
change in the conditions of pasturing cattle in the same
weather conditions. Thus, in conditions of rough terrain,
even in the case of an unfavorable weather situation,
partial sheep grazing on the southern and western
slopes is almost always possible, since the thickness
of the snow cover here is usually much less than on the
northern slopes and in the depressions. The southern
slopes, in addition, differ by the shorter duration of snow
cover. This determines the instability of ice crusts and
somewhat better conditions for grazing sheep in winter
than on the slopes of another exposure, especially
northern ones. In inter-ridge depressions, the wind
regime is more favorable for grazing. In case of proper
organization of grazing in areas with rough terrain,
where grazing conditions are different from ones in the
plains, the non-grazing period can be reduced through
selective grazing in certain pasture areas, taking into
account local conditions.

Based on the mentioned above data, the ordinary
winter settlement of ungulate animals of most species
(including horses and sheep without procurement of
fodder) in the steppes of the Zhayik-Irtysh interfluve
is impossible. However, judging by historical and
ethnographic data, nomadic Kazakhs of the 17th and
early 20th centuries did not prepare food for winter,
except for a very small amount, for maintaining young
animals, especially horses and cattle, and camels for
especially severe winters. This is due to the fact that
in the semi-desert and desert zones, procurement
of fodder as an insurance feed does not justify itself.
Only the rough, least eatable fodder was prepared for

harvesting here, and even in small quantities, due to
the short stature and thinness of the grass , only the
skiffs of the steppes of the Northern Black Sea region,
the Savromat-Sarmatians of the Northern Caspian, the
bulk of the early nomads of the Southern Priurals, Lower
Volga and South Trans Ural area .

In addition to the listed above climatic features, the
use of southern regions for winter pastures was also
determined by the fact that ephemeral and wormwood
vegetation prevailed there; the productivity of such
pastures in the autumn-winter period reached its peak.
The lack of water sources, which significantly limited the
use of deserts in the summer, was replaced by snow in
winter.

The nomads of modern times especially appreciated
the winter pastures on the right bank of the lower reaches
of the Chu, in the Kyzylkum, the sands Sam, Samtai,
Karyn-yaryk, Soygyr-kum and Tumgach in Ustyurt, in
sandy massifs and mountain areas of Mangyshlak and
Buzachi.

In the interfluve of the Volga and Zhaiyk, the best
winter settlements were mainly near the Kamysh-
Samara Lakes, between the Bolshaya and Maly Uzen
rivers, in Ryn-sands, near the coast of the Caspian Sea.
In winter there was not much snow in these places. Thick
reed vegetation along the rivers, lakes, delta areas and
on the coasts of the Aral and Caspian seas saved from
cold, winds and snow storms.

Some of the best winter pastures have been in
the Kyzylkum since ancient times, which are 80-90%
covered with grass. Another feature of them is that they
are mostly drawn by the right rows of hills, between
which there are deep hollows. In the winter months
there are no strong winds, blizzards and snowstorms.
All this made Kyzylkum an indispensable winter pasture
even during a severe winter with deep snow.

Summer pastures of the nomads of steppes and
semi-deserts of Zhayik-Irtysh interfluve are located
mainly in the north, in the zone of steppes and semi-
deserts. In the foothill and mountain regions of
Kazakhstan, summer pastures were, as a rule, in the
mountains. This arrangement of summaries was due to
the fact that the main criterion for their selection was
the availability of water sources. The most convenient
summer pastures were in the steppe and forest-steppe
zones, where the bulk of precipitation is recorded in the
warm season, a fairly dense river network, there are a
large number of different lakes, but fresh and slightly
saline groundwater prevails. Places of the best summer
pastures, as well as winter pastures, were defined
quite early and remained unchanged for thousands of
years. Not only winter, but also summer pastures were
assigned to a certain tribe or tribal association.

Spring pastures were, as a rule, on the way of the
nomad’s movement to the north - summer pastures.
Usually they were used as autumn pastures, where
the people stopped during the migrations to wintering
settlements. In spring the aridity factor receded into the
background - the demand for water was fully covered
by melting snow, flooding rivers, filling lakes and other
natural reservoirs with thawed waters and precipitation.
In the spring, the nomads tried to use primarily those
pastures, which are less supplied with water. In the
spring the nomads passed waterless pastures in desert
regions, such as Betpak-Dala and Ustyurt.

The choice of autumn pastures was determined
primarily by the availability and quality of the grass and
the conditions of water supply. In the autumn, grasses
of the autumn vegetation, saltwort and wormwood
associations were used, which at that time reached a
high degree of productivity.

The majority of the steppe semi-deserts nomads
from the Zhayik-Irtysh interfluve throughout the entire
period of existence here nomadism roamed in the
meridional direction.

Here it is necessary to emphasize that during almost
the entire history of nomadism in the steppes, processes
of sedentarization and nomadization were observed
simultaneously within the same society. The tendency
toward sedentarization was determined by internal socio-
economic reasons (impoverishment of a part of nomads,
political or economic interests of the social elite, etc.), as
well as by a number of other factors (climate change,
unfavorable political situation, influence of agricultural
civilizations, etc.). . The development of the processes
of sedentarization and nomadization was closely
dependent on the concrete historical situation, and in
various periods of history, a particular trend prevailed.
Therefore, in the composition of the same nomadic
tribe, some part of it was semi-nomadic and even
sedentary, apparently the elements of settled life and
agriculture always accompany nomadic cattle-breeding.
Despite the absolute predominance of nomadic cattle
breeding, in some regions that are favorable in naturally
geographic conditions - in Semirechie , in the south of
Kazakhstan (on the outskirts of agricultural oases, in the
lower reaches and deltas of the Amudarya, Syr Darya,
Talas, Chu, etc.), in the forest-steppe zone, Mountain
ranges of Central Kazakhstan (Ulutau, Bayan-Aul,
Karkaralinsk, Chingiztau, etc.), in the lower reaches of
Irgiz, Turgai, Emba, Zhaiyk - part of the population since
ancient times led a semi-nomadic way of life, engaged
only in cattle breeding or combining cattle breeding with
agriculture.

During the entire period of the existence of nomadism
in the steppes of the Zhayik-Irtysh interfluve and semi-

deserts, especially in Western and Central Kazakhstan,
not only the system of meridional nomadism, but also
the location of seasonal pastures, and roaming routes
remained unchanged. Only in conditions of prolonged
juts, invasions and prolonged civil strifes the nomads did
not have permanent, firmly established nomadic sites.
But as soon as the attacks and civil strife cease, there is
certainty in using the same pastures, a pasture-nomadic
system with its clearly defined seasonal pastures and
roaming routes is restored.

For the Kazakhs of the first half of the nineteenth
century, under normal, normal conditions, deviations
from the traditional path of nomadism were very rare.
Certain extraordinary circumstances led to it, special
reasons that made it impossible to use the previously
developed lands. Often, internecine clashes among the
nomads were caused precisely by the change in some
kind of place of their permanent pastures or even routes
of migrations.

The choice of routes and the amplitude of nomadism
were determined by the landscape, the hydrographic
network, the availability of water sources and their
seasonal distribution, the remoteness of seasonal
pastures from each other, taking into account the nature
of seasonal migrations of ungulates (horses, saigas,
kulans) in steppes and semi-deserts.

Thus, the choice of seasonal pastures, the direction
and routes of migrations of the nomads of the steppes and
semi-deserts of the Zhayik-Irtysh interfluve have been
determined by the natural-geographical environment
and biological characteristics of the animals being bred
and remained practically unchanged during the whole
period of the existence of nomadism in this region.

The study of nomadic cattle breeding among
the Sarmatians and Kalmyks led A.M. Khazanova
to the conclusion that the same or similar ecological
environment inevitably leads to the development of
the same type of nomadic economy. Both peoples
(Sarmatians and Kalmyks), separated by two and a
half millennia and completely different ethnically and
culturally, but roaming in the same territory, are similar
in the directions of migrations and even specific routes.

V.N. Yagodin, having analyzed the monuments of
the early nomads of Ustyurt, comes to the conclusion
that in the conditions of the desert plateau of Ustyurt
we deal with the situation when the reality, fixed by
ethnography, is in many cases a direct analogue of
past archaeological reality. Data on the ethnography
of the nomads from Ustyurt, as well as the deserts
of the temperate belt of Eurasia, in general, coincide
surprisingly with the information that archeology gives
us. In his view, in Ustyurt in the second half of the
1st millennium BC there was another archeological
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culture - the Savromat-Sarmatian in its version known
in science as the Samaro-Ural group or region which
was a parallel to the culture of burials on the horizon,
the culture of cattle breeding tribes, nomadic, using both
the pasture and winter territories of the Ustyurt plateau
and the surrounding areas. A part of the population of
the “Samar-Ural region” led a nomadic way of life with
a year-round cycle of nomadism. The paths used by
the nomads moved in the meridional direction and came
out in the south to the boundaries of the ancient urban
and settled-agricultural civilizations of Khorezm and the
south of Turkmenistan.

According to S. E. Azhigali, already from the middle
of the 1st millennium BC the arid-steppe of the Aral-
Caspian region got the importance of a single economic
and cultural zone, in which, with the inevitable character
of extensive pastoralism, long meridional migrations
could not but play an appreciable role. In this case,
nonstationary (as a rule) winter settlements could
be located in the areas of Mangyshlak, the sands of
Northern Ustyurt and the Aral Sea, while the ice in the
valleys of Emba, Uila, and Mugodzhary (and possibly to
the north). Such an order of nomadism, he notes, was
the main one in the Middle Ages and modern times,
during the period of relative political stability in the
region.

Proceeding from the foregoing and relying on
historical and ethnographic data, it seems possible to
determine the ways of seasonal migrations of early
nomads of the steppes and semi-deserts of the Zhaiyk-
Irtysh interfluve, the place of their summer and winter
pastures.

Winter pastures of the early nomads of Western
Kazakhstan and the Southern Urals could be found in
the lower reaches of Emba, Mangyshlak, Ustyurt, in the
lower reaches of the Amu Darya. For the summer, one
part of them may have stayed here, the other migrated
northward to the tributaries of Ori, Zhaiyk, llek, Emba,
Saghiz, Temir, to the Mugodzhar mountains. Individual
groups could have summer pastures in the foothill and
mountainous areas of the Ural Bashkiria.

Nomads that wintered in the Kyzylkum, in the
middle and lower Syr Darya, in the Northern and North-
Eastern Aral regions (the Sands of the Great and
Lesser Barsukas, the Aral Karakum), in the foothills
of Karatau, the lower reaches of the Chu and Sarysu,
and in the northwestern Pribalkhash (Moyynkum,
Foothills of Aytau), probably went far to the north in the
summer. Their summer pastures were located along the
tributaries of the upper reaches of Zhayik, Tobol, Irgiz,
Turgai, Ishim, Sarysu, Nury, in the Irtysh valley, reaching
the forest steppe in the north (South Trans Ural area ,
Northern and Central Kazakhstan).

Some of the pastoralists, wintering in the sands of
Moyynkum, in the foothills of Karatau, also migrated to
Central and Northern Kazakhstan in the summer, part
rose to the mountains of Karatau and Zailiisky Alatau. In
the same mountains, as well as in the Dzungarian Alatau
and on the northern spurs of the Tien Shan, pastoralists
used to stay in the winter in the sands of the Southern
Balkhash region, in the valleys of Talas, Chu, lli.

Thus, the main wintering area of the early nomads of
the Zhayik-Irtysh interfluve steppes was a strip of deserts
and foothills from the Caspian Sea to the Balkhash and
Alakol lakes: Mangyshlak, Ustyurt, the lower reaches of
the Amu and Syr Darya, the Kyzylkum, the Aral Sea, the
lower reaches of the Sarysu, the valleys of the Talas,
or, foothills of Karatau, sands Moyynkum and Southern
Pribalkhash (Taukum, Saryesik-Atyrau). Here in winter,
the bulk of the nomadic population of the steppes
and semi-deserts of the Zhayik-Irtysh interfluve was
concentrated, which facilitated communication between
related nomadic tribal associations, at another time
of the year, disunited and isolated the vast territory of
Kazakhstan.After all, often nomadic groups that winter
in the neighborhood, had their summer pastures in
various regions of Kazakhstan, as it was in the Kazakhs
in XVIII-XIX centuries.

Moving in the steppes and semi-deserts of the
Zhayik-Irtysh interfluve for the winter nomads in the
Central Asian-Kazakh deserts interacted with the
nomadic and semi-nomadic population who lived there
permanently. This population was not always ethnically
distinct from them. It could include a part of the nomadic
nationality or tribal association, for whatever reasons
roaming or settling there and leading a semi-nomadic or
sedentary lifestyle.

The meetings of nomads occupying different regions
of Kazakhstan could also take place at the places of
summer settlements. So, judging by ethnographic data,
the tribes wintering in Ustyurt, Mangyshlak, in the lower
reaches of the Amu Darya, spent the summer in the
foothills of the Urals, on the western slopes of Mugodzhar
(the upper reaches of Emba and Ori). Separate groups
of the nomads, who had winter pastures in the lower
reaches of the Syr Darya, the Kyzylkumakh and the
Northeast Priaralye, were located on the ice on the
eastern slopes of Mugodzhar (tributaries of Irgiz), in the
Eastern Orenburg region (on the tributaries of Zhayyk
and Ori), reaching the upper reaches of Emba and
Ori. There was a nomadic summer in the immediate
neighborhood of the nomads of Western Kazakhstan
and the Southern Urals.

Coming to the summer settlements located in the
north of the steppe zone, the nomads entered into
various contacts, including military ones, with semi-

nomadic forest-steppe population, striving to use the
rich pasture opportunities of the steppe zone.

The contacts of the early nomads of the steppes and
semi-deserts of the Zhaiyk-Irtysh interfluve and nomads
of the Central Asian-Kazakh deserts and foothills,
caused by their concentration in the desert zone, at the
places of winter pastures, the location of the annals of
individual groups in the immediate vicinity, determined
the rapid transfer of innovations in the field of material
culture and horse harness. A single genetic basis and
a similar level of social and economic development
contributed to these contacts, facilitated borrowing not
only in the field of material production, but also in the
spiritual sphere. All this ultimately led to a leveling of the
cultures of the early nomads, which are part of a single
Saka historical and ethnographic region.

The location of the winter pastures near the
agricultural oases of Central Asia favored the active
contacts of nomadic and sedentary populations, the
establishment of close economic, cultural and political
ties. These connections arose from the moment of the
formation of nomadic cattle breeding - the nomads could
not exist without the products of agriculture and crafts.
Therefore, they were interested in exchanging their
products (cattle, leather, wool, etc.) even more than the
inhabitants of the agricultural areas, who did not have
such a one-sided economy as the nomads.

Economic, cultural and political ties also existed
between the nomads of the steppes and semi-deserts
and the semi-settled and sedentary population of the
forest-steppe. At the same time, the nomads were
also a link between the agricultural and semi-nomadic
populations of the south and the tribes of the forest-
steppe. Itis interesting to note that caravan routes linking
Central Asia and the Urals, the Trans-Urals and Western
Siberia in the Middle Ages and modern times, in many
respects repeated the routes of seasonal movements of
individual groups of nomads.

In the | millennium BC in the steppes of the Zhayik-
Irtysh interfluve, there were also military campaigns,
conquests, and strife, and various movements and
regroupings of individual tribes that were not connected
with roaming routes, which, of course, left their
mark on spiritual and material culture. However, the
main, pivotal role in the historical, cultural and ethnic
processes taking place in this, as well as at a later time
in the steppes of Kazakhstan, was played by internal
and external economic, cultural and political ties and
interactions caused by a pasture-nomadic system with
all its inherent features.

According to natural conditions, the Kazakhstani
steppes and semi-deserts are currently divided into
three large, rather isolated natural geographical regions:

West Kazakhstan and South Urals; South Trans-
Urals, North and Central Kazakhstan; Semirechie. The
natural and landscape conditions of these large regions
predetermined the specifics of the population’s economy,
ways of roaming, the places of summer and winter
pastures, the preferential direction of economic, cultural
and political ties, a specific historical environment, etc.
All this was reflected in the peculiarities of the funeral
rite, and in art, and in material culture, that is, in ethnic
features, determined the features of the historical
development of the population of each region. As N.E.
Masanov rightly notes, considering the ethnogenesis
of the Kazakhs, in the process of developing the
ecosystem, a commonality of economic and non-
economic interests was developed as a substrate basis
for ethnogenetic processes. Accumulation in conditions
of a similar habitat and a similar type of economic
activity with the same level of development of productive
forces, homogeneous ethnic characteristics in the
sphere of everyday, material and spiritual culture found
its objective expression in the simultaneous formation
of various kinds of ethno-cultural communities in the
territory of Kazakhstan.

Three natural-geographical areas of the Zhayik-
Irtysh interfluve, semi-deserts and deserts in the early
| millennium BC corresponded to three historical and
ethnographic communities: the Saka tribes of the
Southern Aral Sea in the lower reaches of the Amu and
Syr Darya and, possibly, the cattle-breeding tribes of
the Southern Urals; early nomads of the South Trans
Ural area , Northern and Central Kazakhstan (Tasmola
community); Semirechie Saka (Zhetysu).

Natural conditions, which were the main factors
in the choice of seasonal migrations for the nomads
of the Zhayik-Irtysh steppes, summer and winter
pastures and, ultimately, their inclusion in the Tasmola
historical-ethnographic community that we identified,
determined the similarity of the rite and inventory that
is clearly traced in the analysis of funerary monuments
of the South Trans Ural area , Northern and Central
Kazakhstan. As N. N. Masanov notes, the peculiarities
of farming and functioning of culture in specific
conditions of the habitat entail the accumulation of
special traits, properties and attributes that ultimately
determine the unique combination of ethnic stereotypes
that further determine the ethnos as a historical and
cultural phenomenon. This process is based on the fact
that in the process of production a symbiosis develops
between the population and the habitat it has mastered,
which determined the specifics of human social activity,
an autonomous complex of interrelated structural
components of culture, a unique information field that
functions on the basis of an optimal balance in natural
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and socio-economic processes, which led to a special
nature of of information circulation within this social
organism.

The location of the winter pastures of the nomads of
the Tasmola community in the immediate vicinity of the
lower reaches of the Syr Darya, contacts with the Syr
Darya Saka tribes, who were a part of another historical
and ethnographic community, determined the proximity
of the burial inventory and individual elements of the
funeral rite, which can be traced between the monuments
of the Zhayik-Irtysh interfluve and the burial mounds of
the Uigarak cemeteries , South Tagisken, Sakar-chaga.
Among the rare inventory categories, known mainly
from the nomads of the Zhayik-Irtysh interfluve, Altai
and Tuva steppes and found in the Saka tribes of the
lower reaches of the Syr Darya, belts with bronze clips,
“mirrors” with long knife-like handles, some types of
socketed and petiolate arrowheads should be noted.
In the Aral Sea area, Northern and Central Kazakhstan,
in the early Saka times, slender asymmetric-diamond-
shaped rhombic arrowheads were distributed, often with
convex ridges on the faces.

The similarities between the nomads of the steppes
of the Zhayik-Irtysh interfluve and the Aral Sea is also
traced when comparing the objects of their art. South
Trans Ural area , Northern and Central Kazakhstan,
and also the Aral Sea in the VII-VI centuries BC served
as the main areas of distribution of oval altars without
legs or with four short, round in cross section legs.
Apparently, only the nomads of the steppes of Zhayyk-
Irtysh interfluve and the Saka tribes of the Aral Sea in
VII-VI centuries. BC used beak shaped altars or in the
form of a stylized head of a bird of prey.

Among the bronze disc-like mirrors with the rim and
the central handle-loop, mirrors with a loop-trapezium
stand out as an independent version. They are found in
the South Trans Ural area , Northern Kazakhstan and in
the South-Eastern Aral area. To the west of the Urals,
individual mirrors of this variant are known in the Central
Caucasus, in the Northern Ciscaucasia, on the Upper
and Lower Don and in the forest-steppe Dnieper. To the
east of the Irtysh they are met in the Minusinsk Basin
and Tuva.

The relations of the early nomads of Northern
Kazakhstan with the population of the Aral Sea is
reflected, in our opinion, by a finding of a vessel with
a tubular spout in the burial ground. The stability of
these connections is indicated by the found vessels
similar to ones in Central Asia, including vessels with a
tubular spout, in a number of settlements of the 8th-7th
centuries BC in Central Kazakhstan.

Describing in general the contacts between the
nomads of the Zhayik-Irtysh interfluvial steppes and

the lower Syr Darya tribes, we note, first of all that they
were direct and acted in the form of interaction (mutual
influence). They were at the peak, mainly, during the
winter period in adjacent territories, that is periodically,
and probably covered the broad strata of society. By the
way of realization, contacts could be both peaceful and
military, connected with the struggle for better pastures,
the desire to enrich themselves at the expense of
neighbors, etc. From a functional point of view these
contacts were most likely not only economic, rather
technological, but also political and spiritual-ideological.
Samples of weapons and horse harness were mainly
borrowed. Potestary -political contacts were expressed
in the conclusion of alliances, treaties, sending of
embassies. The result of spiritual and ideological
contacts is, in our view, the proliferation of similar
objects of worship, in particular altars and mirrors, the
closeness of the art of contacting societies.

The relationships between the Amudarya Saka tribes
and the nomads of Northern and Central Kazakhstan
were mediated, because they were carried out mainly
through the tribes of the Lower Syr Darya or the South
Trans Ural area . The immediate episodic political and
political contacts are also possible. Proceeding from
the assumption of existence already in VII-VI centuries
BC of a nomadic cycle of the Aral Sea - the Urals, one
can assume that the nomads of the South Trans Ural
area developed direct contacts with the Amu-Darya
Saka tribes at the places of summer settlemenst, in the
eastern and northern regions of the Southern Urals. In
this case, the contacts of the nomads of the South Trans
Ural area with the nomadic tribes of the Southern Aral
Sea (the lower reaches of the Amu Darya) differed little
from contacts with the Sakas of the South-Eastern Aral
Sea (the lower reaches of the Syr Darya) in their nature,
way of carrying out and functional orientation.

If one direction of the relationships of the nomads
of the Tasmola historical and ethnographic community -
the links with the nomads and semi-nomads of Central
Asia and, in particular, the Aral Sea was due to the
location of winter pastures, then the other - with the
forest-steppe tribes of the Trans-Urals and Western
Siberia was determined by the location of summer
settlements.

L.N. Koryakova includes all forest-steppe crops
and types of ceramics from the early Iron Age of the
Transural and Western Siberia from the Urals to Baraba
into the Tobol-Irtysh cultural and historical province. The
determining role in the formation of the archaeological
situation of the beginning of the Iron Age in the province
belonged, in her opinion, to the Sargatian culture,
which predetermined the singling out of the Sargatian
community. In her opinion, in the VII-VI centuries BC

(Pre-Sasar stage) in the western (trans-Urals) area
of the Tobol-Irtysh province, several lines of cultural
development, several traditions associated with various
generations and intermingling in various types of
ceramics, intertwined.

The first, Itkul line, unites the monuments close to
Itkul: Vorobyev, Nosilov, and Zelenomyss. They form a
kind of community, or Iset association. It is characterized
by the predominance of combed ornamentation with the
inclusion of pit patterns in the decoration of ceramics,
semi-earthy and land-based buildings of a small area,
a combination of open settlements, fortified production
sites and fortifications. The appearance of these
groups was facilitated by the division of the Mezhovsk-
Barkhatov substrate by segmentation of communities
and their transition to a certain economic specialization
in the leading sectors: metallurgy, cattle breeding,
hunting and fishing. At the pre-Saharan stage this line
of development was the leading one in the trans-Urals
area.

The second, Baitov line of development is marked
by complexes containing ceramics with a predominance
of pitted-pointed patterns. It occupies an intermediate
place at the junction of the western and eastern ranges
of the Tobol-Irtysh province between the Iset community
and the emerging Sargatian, more tending to the former.
The Baitov line of development belonged, most likely,
to the Suzgun-Barkhat generation. Chronologically, the
Bait type coincides with the pre-Saharan stage, entering
the Sargat-Gorokhov period (V-11l centuries BC). On the
Tobol, the Bait groups co-existed on some chronological
interval with the Nosilov, Vorobiev, Itkul and Gorokhov.

The third line of development is represented by
Gorokhov antiquities. It is characterized by: fortified and
unfortified settlements with a complex architecture of
residential and defensive structures, cemeteries with
an explicit socio-property differentiation of the buried,
talcous ceramics with the predominance of rough carved
patterns. This cultural complex took shape at the end
of the pre-Sargat stage. According to L. N. Koryakova,
the Gorokhov culture is the result of a genetic process
in which part of the local population, belonging to the
community fossil but having Sargarin-Mezh roots, under
the influence of a number of reasons, moved to mobile
cattle breeding. The nomads, being also participants in
this process, played the role of a kind of catalyst. The
appearance of the Gorokhovov culture marked the
beginning of a cultural leveling in the western area of the
province, but it did not break the system of ties centering
around the ltkul metallurgical center. Therefore, the
Zauralian monuments demonstrate the variegated
ceramic traditions.

If in the west of the Tobol-Irtysh province the mian
role in the formation of cultures belonged to the circle
of traditions of the Iset (ltkul) association, on which the
Gorokhov culture was superimposed, then in the East
a similar process was carried out on the Late Irmenian
basis. Irmenian culture (community), among others,
gave rise to Bolsherechen and Sargatian. A certain
influence on the addition of the Sargat ceramic complex
was provided by other cultural entities.

Describing the historical situation in the Tobol-Irtysh
province in the pre-Sargasso time, it should be noted
that in the forest-steppe zones at this time there was
a struggle for the predominance of northern, forest by
origin, and southern, steppe cultures. The situation
stabilized by the fifth century BC when the forest-steppe
completely entered the sphere of influence of steppe
societies. This process went along with the assertion
of the Sargat cultural stereotypes that coexisted in the
beginning with others, but longest with the Gorokhov.

In the VII-VI centuries BC in the mountain forest
zone of the Urals and in the Trans-Urals the Itkul culture
appeared, on the basis of which a powerful center
of non-ferrous metallurgy started developing. In the
eastern regions of the trans-Ural forest-steppe there
is a gradual transformation of the societies of the inter-
Andijan-Barkhatian stratum into a group of pre-Saharan
cultures (Noselov, Baitov, Vorobyev), accompanied by
the predominant development of semi-nomadic cattle.

In the VIII-VII centuries BC the Trans-Ural-West
Siberian forest-steppe was still weakly connected with
the Saka culture in the steppes of the Zhayik-Irtysh
interfluve. In L.N. Koryakova’s opinion internal relations
remained, moreover, it was pressured from the north by
forest cultures of origin. However, if in the VIII century
BC the influence on the forest-steppe population that left
the monuments of the Nosilov, Baitov, Vorobiev types,
Itkul and Gamayun cultures, from the nomadic world of
the steppe was barely perceptible, then as early as the
7th century BC the impact of the Saka world has greatly
increased.

Favorable climatic conditions of VII-VI centuries
BC contributed to the widespread development of
nomads of the steppe and southern forest-steppe
zones. Judging by the location of the barrows, the early
nomads at that time occupied very extensive territories
within the modern trans-Ural-West Siberian forest-
steppe. In the Southern Trans-Ural they mastered the
entire modern southern forest-steppe to the Miass River
in the north. Apparently, Miass was the natural boundary
that separated the forest-steppe Zaural population from
the restless nomadic world. In northern Kazakhstan in
the VIII-VI centuries BC the border between the forest-
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steppe and steppe worlds passed along the breadth of
the modern city of Petropavlovsk.

The contacts of the forest-steppe population with
the Steppe in the early Saka times are evidenced by
the materials of settlements and settlements located
in the forest-steppe of the Trans-Urals, Pritobolia and
the Tobol-Irtysh interfluve. These are: bronze mirrors
with a central loop on the back; bronze knives with
slightly seen handle, sometimes with a hole at its end
or with a ringed pommel, and molds for casting them;
bronze double-bladed padded, two- and three-lobed
petioled arrowheads and molds for casting them; bronze
amulets-castors; iron pins; harness articles. Through
the territory of the South Trans Ural area or Northern
and Central Kazakhstan, bimetallic coins and bronze
daggers penetrated into the depths of the forest-steppe.
It is necessary podche

It is necessary to emphasize that the absolute
majority of objects that have analogies in the nomadic
world derive from the monuments of the Itqul culture, the
main metalliferous culture of the Urals.

Probably, there was a direct penetration of military
contingents of the nomads into the Trans-Ural-West
Siberian forest-steppe. This, in our opinion, is evidenced
by the early (VII - first half of the 6th century BC) burial
of the burial ground Prygovsky in Middle Iset. However,
these penetrations did not lead to the settling of the
nomads in the forest-steppe. The burials left by the
nomads in the modern forest-steppe zone were marked
only by the extreme limits of their summer nomadic years,
being a kind of symbol of the «sphere of interests».

Considering the contacts of the nomads of the
Zhayik-Irtysh interfluvial steppes with the tribes of the
Trans-Ural-West Siberian forest-steppe, it should be
borne in mind that the form, intensity, nature, mode of
implementation and their functional orientation among
the tribes of Northern Kazakhstan and the South Trans
Ural area were different.

Forest-steppe expanses of Western Siberia, due
to the poverty of mineral resources, were not very
attractive for the nomads of Northern Kazakhstan.
The need to expand pastures in the VII-VI centuries
BC due to favorable natural conditions in the Northern
Kazakhstan, probably still absent. Therefore, contacts
of the nomads of this region with the tribes of the forest-
steppe of Western Siberia, although they were direct,
they were carried out, most likely, irregularly and hardly
covered wide sections of the society. According to the
mode of implementation on the part of the nomads,
they were primarily military, military-predatory, aimed
at obtaining production. However, it seems to us,
technological contacts connected with the spread of

weapons and skills cannot be ruled out. Probably, there
were some forms of matrimonial relations.

The relations between the nomads of the South
Trans Ural area and the tribes of the forest-steppe
Ural and Tobol developed differently. At the turn of the
VIII-VII centuries. BC in the forest-steppe of the South
Trans Ural area , the first settlements appeared, at first
Gamayun, then Itkul. Among the reasons that led to their
construction - the need to consolidate the «Gamayun
residents» on the developed lands and the need to
protect the means of metallurgical production, technical
secrets and the product produced by the Itkul people,
the main determining factor is the need for effective
protection from the nomads. The construction of
fortifications was a natural reaction of the forest-steppe
population of the Trans-Urals to the aggressiveness of
their steppe neighbors. As it is noted by V.A. Borzunov,
the chain of Gamayun and lItkul fortifications, formed
in the VI-IV centuries BC along the rivers Bagaryak,
Sinara, the middle Iset defended the inner forest areas
from the expansion of nomadic tribes.

What attracted the South Urals nomads about the
Uralforest-steppe? It is unlikely that it could supply
the nomads with the products of agriculture, which if
it existed there, could not have, due to specific natural
conditions, widespread distribution. Cattle breeding
played the main role in the economy of the forest-steppe
Transurals. The role of hunting was really big, the main
commercial animals were moose and roe deer. Fishing
of fur-bearing species had a solid significance only in the
trans-Ural forest-steppe, among the tribes of the eastern
slope of the Urals (Itkul, Gamayun culture), it was very
small and limited, apparently, only for own consumption.

The main thing that attracted the nomads of the South
Trans Ural area , for what they sought to the north, was
obviously metal - copper and iron, for those tribes that
are better provided with metal receive an advantage over
their neighbors. It was the need for metal that stimulated
their movement to the northern borders of their territory.
It is significant in this respect that most of the objects
that have analogies in the nomadic world occur, as
already indicated, from the monuments of Itkul culture.
Its settlements and settlements are stretched along the
eastern slope of the Ural ridge from the upper reaches
of the River Rezh to Lake Chebarkul, the eastern border
runs roughly along the mouth of the Sinara River.

It is in the territory of the localization of Itkul
culture - the eastern slopes of the Ural range - where
large reserves of copper ore were concentrated, the
development of which began in the Bronze Age. Copper
deposits were also in the territory occupied by early
nomads of the South Trans Ural area , and they also
actively developed in the Bronze Age. However, there

is no evidence of their exploitation in the early Iron Age.
Since the end of the Bronze Age, the exploitation of the
Tash-Kazgan and Nikol mines in the South Trans Ural
area and since the beginning of the early Iron Age, the
Kargalinsky Mining and Metallurgical Complex in the
Southern Urals has ceased. There is also no evidence
of exploitation in the early Iron Age of copper deposits
in Mugodzhary.

If the nomads were engaged in the extraction of
metal, as it is evidenced by archaeological, historical
and ethnographic data, they were forced to do this,
since it was more profitable and rational for the nomads
to receive metal from their neighbors, exchanging it for
livestock and livestock products. And if there were no
such neighbors or metal mining was poorly developed,
the nomads themselves developed ore deposits. It
apparently was the case with the nomads of Central and
Northern Kazakhstan. Their northern and northeastern
neighbors in the West Siberian Lowland did not have
large reserves of copper ores. Obtaining the necessary
amount of metal from the Altai, which lies away from
the traditional ways of seasonal migration, was difficult
in the territory controlled by other nomadic tribes.
Therefore, the cattle-breeding tribes of Central and
Northern Kazakhstan continued the development of
copper deposits known from the Bronze Age.

The nomads of the South Trans Ural area in VII-
VI centuries BC mainly received metal and products
from it from the closest mining and metallurgical centers
- Central Kazakhstan. The ore sources of Central
Kazakhstan and the more eastern regions were in the
hands of nomadic tribes, so the flow of metal from
here was, most likely, the manifestation of various
forms of exchange and was hardly the result of trade
operations. The only thing that the nomads produced
in quantities far exceeding domestic needs-cattle and
livestock products-could not act as a commodity in
trade or exchange between the nomads (especially
since the same natural conditions of the South Trans
Ural area and Central Kazakhstan stipulated the same
composition of the herd). Non-economic methods
of obtaining metal, in particular military incursions,
although they provided some of its inflows, could not
fully provide the relatively equal level of military affairs
and military organization, ensure sustainable and in
the required quantities of its receipt due to the general
level of socioeconomic development. The raids by their
nature were an unreliable and unstable channel of self-
reliance in general, too dependent on the balance of
forces at each particular historical moment.

The need for metal was constant. It was needed
for the manufacture of weapons, jewelry, tools, horse
harness, etc. That is why it was extremely important

to have its regular and sufficient intake. Therefore, the
nomads of the South Trans Ural area , probably already
in the 7th-6th centuries BC set on their closest producers
- the tribes of the Trans-Ural forest-steppe, in particular
the tribes of the ltkul culture.

For the Itkul tribes, who were able to provide
themselves in sufficient quantities not only with metal, but
also livestock and cattle-breeding products, these ties
were not so necessary as for their southern neighbors.
Naturally, under favorable conditions, nomads were
not averse to forcefully obtain the metal they needed
by means of grabbing raids. This was one of the
reasons, along with domestic, socio-economic factors,
the development of local societies, the emergence
and widespread distribution of fortified settlements
in the forest-steppe Ural. As noted by V.A. Borzunov,
the construction of fortified settlements was a natural
reaction of the forest-steppe population of the Trans-
Urals to the aggressiveness of the steppe inhabitants.

In our opinion, one of the earliest evidence of military
activity of the nomads on the southern borders of the
Itkul world is the burial 3 in kurgan2 of the burial ground
Irtyash 14 , dating from the second half of the 7th century
BC. Early penetration of the nomads into the area of the
Itkul culture is proved by the finds of a crotch buckle in
the form of a cat-like predator curled from the shores of
Lake Irtyash, a bronze plaque of the same form from
Lake Uvildy, a horse harness with a girth buckle in the
form of a coiled predator from Lake Travakul .

On the shores of the lakes Irtyash and Bolshaya
Nanoga there are several strongholds of Itkul culture
(Ityash | and IlI, Semenovsk and others). These
monuments together with Itkul | fortification on Lake Itkul,
30 km north of Lake Irtyash, are included in the Irtyash
nest of culture, which functioned in the 7th-4th centuries
BC. The earliest monument of the nest is the ltkul |
fortification - it is also one of the primary metallurgical
centers of the ltkul hotbed of copper metallurgy.

The coincidence in the time of the formation of
Itkul culture and the metallurgical focus functioning on
its base and the beginning of the active penetration of
the nomads into the forest-steppe, in particular, into the
area of the emerging ltkul culture draws much attention.
It seems that it was the need of the nomadic world in
non-ferrous metal that determined the formation and
stimulated the further development of the ltkul culture
and the Itkul focus of metallurgy, which in the future was
closely associated with the Steppe.

However, the raids, as already noted, could not
provide regular and in the required volumes of metal
supplies; when both parties, nomads and sedentary
population, retain their political independence,
exploitation of this kind is not reliably guaranteed, it
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does not have any strictly fixed forms. In addition, and
perhaps most importantly, the raids did not stimulate the
production of metal, and not only metal, concealing in
itself the possibility of destroying the very foundations of
the economic life of a settled population. Therefore, the
raids could not serve the satisfaction of the ever growing
needs of the nomads of the South Trans Ural area in
the metal.

One of the ways to ensure the uninterrupted and
sufficient supply of products necessary for the nomads
(earth, crafts, metallurgy) on the most favorable
conditions for them, the way to which all nomads
aspired under favorable conditions and implemented
was an extra-economic subordination (conquest) of their
producers. In this case, the products necessary for the
nomads came in the form of a regular tribute in exchange
for protection from other nomads, etc. A characteristic
feature of tributariness as a form of exploitation was that
in the tributary relations the matter concerned seizing
the surplus (and sometimes the part of the necessary)
of the product in the vanquished collectives, which
nevertheless, in the main, retained their integrity as
socially-potestial and economic commonalities.

Thus, the result of the military activity of the
South Ural nomads in the 7th-6th centuries. BC in
the Trans-Ural forest-steppe was the establishment,
in all likelihood, of a system of tributary relations - in
exchange for guarantees of “protection” the lItkul tribes
supplied non-ferrous metals and products from nomads
to nomads. At the same time, “ltkul tribes”, obviously,
preserved their integrity as a socially-impoverished and
economic community.

The military-predatory nature of the first contacts,
and in the future also the tributary relations, led to the
almost complete absence of cultural-ideological contacts
between the ltkul people and the nomads. Their mutual
relations, not touching the sphere of spiritual culture,
were limited only to constant economic contacts, in
which individual, primarily elite, groups of the population
entered.

The situation that took place in the 7th and early 6th
centuries BC in the area of Itkul culture, was close, in
our opinion, to the situation that developed in Cimmerian
time on the right bank of the forest-steppe Middle
Dnieper. There are three main groups of Cimmerian
monuments. This, firstly, burials, secondly, the objects
of the Cimmerian clothing complex in the settlements
of the autochthonous population and, thirdly, numerous
random finds, among which the military accessories
prevail. The reason why the Cimmerians, and later
the Scythians, moved northward into the forest-steppe
limits, the researchers see in the desire to master the
source of the metal, which played a huge role in the

paramilitary life of the nomads. It is possible that the
search for sources of metal production was one of the
main reasons that prompted the “Cimmerians,” and
then the early Scythians, to penetrate the territory of the
Southern Urals.

We associate the “Cimmerian” in the Southern Urals
with a deer stone from the Great Gumarov Kurgan, which
belongs to the same tradition as the pre-Caucasian
and some Black Sea stelae. Under the influence of the
“Cimmerians” in the South Trans Ural area appeared a
kind of bronze “Cimmerian” daggers

The presence of the early Scythians in the South
Ural, first of all, the burial of the Great Gumarov Kurgan,
as well as the burial of the kurgan 1 of the 59th Tselinnyi
burial ground (the end of VII - the first half of the 6th
century BC), and the burial of the burial mound 17 of the
burial ground Pokrovka 2 (not later than the middle of
the 6th century BC) on llek.

The inclusion of the early nomads of the South
Trans Ural area VII-VI centuries BC into the historical
and ethnographic region in our opinion, allows us to
take a somewhat different view of the relationship of
the Ananyin tribes with the Saka world. Their existence
does not cause doubts and they are documented by the
finds in Volgo-Kamia of numerous items characteristic
of the eastern regions of Eurasia - items of armament
(daggers, coins, arrowheads), bits, accessories, mirrors,
belt sets, jewelry, etc.

Most likely, in VII-VI centuries BC the relationships
of the Ananyin tribes with the Saka world (including
East Kazakhstan and Altai) were carried out in two
ways. The first, western, passed through the Western
(Priuralskaya) Bashkiria, the Southern Urals and the
Aral Sea (the lower reaches of the Amu Darya and the
Syr Darya). The second, the eastern one, went through
the forest-steppe Ural (Itkul culture), the South Trans
Ural area and the lower reaches of the Syr Darya, Chu
and Sarysu. The direction of these links coincides with
the routes of annual migrations of the nomads of the
Southern Urals (or South Priaralye) and the nomadic
population of the South Trans Ural area .

As it was already noted, the nomads who wintered
in Ustyurt, Mangyshlak, the lower reaches of the Amu
Darya for the summer migrated far to the north - to the
areas of the Southern Urals, and some of their groups
were flying in the Urals Bashkortostan. Here they could
enterinto contact with the tribes of the Kurmantau culture,
and through them with the Ananyin world. Descending
for the winter to the south, the nomadic tribes of the
Southern Urals and the Urals Bashkiria on the sites
of traditional winter pastures directly neighbor with
the nomadic and semi-nomadic tribes of Central Asia,
who spent the summer in the same region - in Ustyurt,

Mangyshlak, Southern Priaralye. This neighborhood,
naturally, led to the closest ties of various nomadic and
semi-nomadic tribes. The concentration of the nomads
in the strip of deserts and foothills from the Caspian Sea
to Balkhash and Semirechie contributed to the close
interaction of the nomads of the Zhayik-Irtysh interfluvial
steppes not only with the tribes of Central Asia but also
with the tribes of Eastern Kazakhstan and the Altai. It is
on this path that, in our opinion, could penetrate from
these remote territories in the Urals, tribes of Ananyin
culture, innovations primarily in the field of weapons and
horse harness and related ideological views.

The discoveries of Saka subjects (imported or made
by local masters on imported samples) in the southern
Urals and Ural Bashkortostan: bronze petiolate
arrowheads, bronze, iron and bimetallic coins testify to
the possibility of such a direction of relations.

The importance of this direction especially increases
from the second half of the VI century BC when, as a
result of the movements, the Ananyin tribes settle on
the banks of the Belaya River to the city of Ufa and
even slightly to the south. Significant changes in socio-
economic relations and resettlement occur in this period
and in the early nomads of the Southern Urals. All this
created the conditions for direct contact of the Ananyin
tribes with their south-eastern neighbors, and through
them with the nomadic and sedentary world of Central
Asia. And if for the first phase of the Ananyin focus of
metallurgy and metalworking (the end of the VIII - the
end of the 6th centuries BC), ties with the early nomads
of the Southern Urals were neither deep nor dominant,
then in the second phase (the end of the VI-IV centuries
BC AD) they become very intense and dominant.

The second, eastern, way of linking tribes of Ananyin
culture with the Saka world passed through the forest-
steppe Zauralye (ltkul culture), the South Trans Ural
area and the lower reaches of the Syr Darya, Chu and
Sarysu. Groups of early nomads of the South Trans Ural
area , whose protuberances were located in the Tobol
basin, the upper Zhayyk, Uya, the interfluve of Uya and
Miass, had winter pastures in the desert zone between
the Syrdarya and Balkhash. On the same territory,
nomadic people of Northern and Central Kazakhstan,
nomads and semi-nomads of a number of areas of
Central (Central) Asia also wintered. This, naturally,
favored various kinds of ties between the tribes, the
exchange of achievements in the field of material
production, spiritual life. Moreover, there were more
opportunities for ties with nomads of East Kazakhstan,
Altai, Tuva and Minusinsk depression in the tribes of the
Tasmola historical and ethnographic community than
in the nomads of the Southern Urals and the Aral Sea.
This, in particular, can be evidenced by the composition

of the metal of certain objects of the 7th-16th centuries
BC from Northern and Central Kazakhstan. So,
according to T.B. Bartseva, with the Altai manufacturing
centers, North Kazakhstan mirrors with a central loop-
handle, a mint from the Alypakash burial ground and
a bit with stony ends and additional round holes from
the Zhabai-Pokrovka burial ground are connected with
the Altai manufacturing centers. In the South Trans-
Urals, most of the analyzed items of the Early Saka time
from burials and random finds are made of tin or even
high-tin bronze. As noted by S.V. Kuzminykh and A.D.
Degtyarey, it can be assumed that the ore sources of
low-arsenic or antimony-arsenic copper, as well as tin,
as in the Bronze Age, were developed in the Kazakhstan
and Sayan-Altai mining and metallurgical regions. The
analysis of the composition of the non-ferrous metal of
the Ananyin burial ground showed that the ore sources
of low-arsenic or antimony-arsenic copper, as well as
most of the tin and tin-bronze bronzes, are associated
with the producing centers of the Kazakhstan and
Sayan-Altai mining and metallurgical regions.

Itkul metallurgists, who, quite probably, already in VII
- VI centuries BC were one of the suppliers of metal and
products from it to the early nomads of the South Trans
Ural area , were well acquainted with the complex of
Saka armament and horse harness, objects of worship
and art. The ties of the ltkul tribes with the “Ananyin” are
originated from the Bronze Age, when various contacts
and movements of the tribes of the eastern and western
slopes of the Urals are traced. These connections are
documented with finds of both common objects for these
crops and products characteristic of the Ananyin people
on the eastern slope of the Urals, Ananyin ceramics on
the Itkul monuments and talc (sauralsk) ceramics in the
Urals.

G.V. Beltikova, having compared the Itkul culture with
a number of cultures of the Urals and Western Siberia,
came to the conclusion that the neighboring Ananyin
culture is the closest to the ltkul region on a number
of characteristics. In particular, some coincidences of
samples of chemical and metallurgical groups of non-
ferrous metals, similarity of their chemical composition,
have been stated. General technological methods of
metal working, morphological similarity of things are
also fixed. All this, in her opinion, distinguishes such an
Itkul-Ananyin community, which assumes regular ties.
Contacts between these two cultures were realized
in the form of borrowing the ideas of technology and
shaping, as well as the exchange of products, including,
obviously, ore and metallic copper. As S. Kuzminykh
notes, the state of normal permanent ties with the
population of the Middle and Southern Urals had for
the “Ananyin people” of VIII-VI centuries BC nodal
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significance: hence, obviously, the main flow of non-
ferrous metal to the smith-casters of Volgo-Kamya was
received. It seems that the Itkul metallurgists remained
the main suppliers of copper to the tribes of the southern
taiga and in the V-1V centuries BC.

Thus, the ltkul tribes maintained contact with both
the early nomads of the South Trans Ural area , and
through them with the entire Saka world, and with the
population of the Volga-Kamia. It seems that the Itkul
metallurgists played the role of the link that connected
the “Ananyin people” with the nomads of the Saka
historical-ethnographic region.

The possibility of the existence of Ananyin-Saka
contacts through the territory of the South Trans Ural
area is evidenced by the finding here a sword that
is analogous to the sword from the Lugovskoy burial
ground of Ananyin culture, as well as the finds of the
daggers typologically close to them in the Pamirs and
East Kazakhstan. Evidences of this can apparently
also be found in the revealed objects (in addition to the
two-bladed hinged, three-lobed and trihedral petiolate
arrowheads, mirrors with a loop on the back) of dial-
up belts with bronze, iron or gold clips in Tuva, Altai,
Pamir, Central Kazakhstan, South Trans Ural area and
the Mari region of the Volga. This is also evidenced by
the spread of daggers of North Kazakhstan type - Altai,
Northern and Central Kazakhstan, South Trans Ural
area , Kama.

The possibility of penetration of the bronze coins into
the Volga-Kama through the South Trans Ural area may
be indicated by the discovery of the coin in the burial
ground Irtyash-14, as well as the discovery of a fragment
of the mold for the casting of the coin in the settlement
of Itkul culture. Bimetallic coinage found at the former
village of Shantarino in the Southern Trans-Ural region
can be considered as a result of the Anan-Sak ties.

The reality of the ties of the Ananyin people with the
Saka world through the South Trans Ural area may,
albeit indirectly, testify also to the data on the trade
routes linking the Volga Bulgaria, and then the Kazan
Khanate with Central (Middle) Asia. One of them came
from Central (Middle) Asia according to Tobol, then
through Ture and its tributaries to the passes through
the Urals, and from there along the tributaries of Kama
and along it to the Volga. Other routes ran from Karatau
or the lower reaches of the Syr Darya through the Turgai
steppes to the South Urals and further to the Urals along
the “transural route”, which runs approximately where
the Chelyabinsk-Birsk (Chelyabinsk-Chebarkul-Miass-
Zlatoust-Satka-Mesyagutovo-Caraidel Birsk) road runs
now - laid along the ancient route. The discovery near
the Yukalikulov | settlement in the Mesyagutov forest-
steppe of the Ural Mountains of the bronze dagger with

a flat slotted handle and a roof-like cutaway (frame)
crosshair, similar to the blades from the Miriinsk village
in the Southern Ural and the village of Rassvet in
Northern Kazakhstan speaks on the functioning of the
“transural way” as early as in the 7th-6th centuries BC.

In terms of the Ananyin-Saka ties along the “transural
route”, a bimetallic dagger with an iron blade and a hilt
and a bronze pommel and a crosshair connected by two
bronze platens, stored in the funds of the museum of the
city of Zlatoust, Chelyabinsk region, is of greta interest.
It was made in the first half of the VII century BC in the
area, most likely, of Ananyin culture.

It is difficult to say which of the two planned ways
of connection of the Ananyin tribes with the Saka
world, eastern or western, was crucial. Most likely, in
different historical periods the role of this or that way
was different. It depended on a multitude of factors that
were not always perceptible to us-economic, political,
natural, and so on.

As it was already noted, in VII-VI centuries BC
on the vast expanses of the Zhayik-Irtysh interfluvial
steppes, the leading force was evidently the unification
of the tribes of Central Kazakhstan. It was this that
determined the direction and nature of cultural changes
in the region, being a kind of “fashion legislators” not
only in material, but, obviously, in spiritual culture. It
was a time of flourishing and power of the Tasmola
historical-ethnographic community. The leading position
of the Central Kazakhstani tribes in this community was
based, in our opinion, on the control over the sources
of nonferrous metal - copper deposits of Central
Kazakhstan, the development of which continued in the
early Iron Age.

Spectroanalytical study of non-ferrous metal from
the monuments of VII-VI centuries BC from the territory
of the Chelyabinsk region shows complete dominance of
the metal of the Saka circle at that time, not connected
with the South Ural sources. Most likely, at that time the
nomads of the South Trans Ural area received both
finished products and raw materials for their own metal-
working production mainly from their eastern neighbors
- the tribes of Central Kazakhstan.

When analyzing metal objects from the monuments
of the VII-VI centuries BC products from tin, tin-arsenic
and arsenic bronzes have been identified in northern
Kazakhstan. Among them, the products of tin bronzes
are absolutely dominant. Products made of tin-arsenic
bronzes are just over a quarter, single from arsenic
bronzes.

In Central Kazakhstan, out of a significant number of
bronze objects analyzed from the monuments of the first
and second stages of the Tasmola culture, according
to E.F. Kuznetsova, over half are made of tin bronzes,

one-fifth of arsenic-tin and arsenic bronzes, even less
tin- lead and only a few pieces of copper. From more
than fifty bronze objects of VIII-V centuries BC of the
Tasmola culture, for which the analysis of selected
samples was carried out in the Department of Scientific
and Technological Expertise of the State Hermitage, the
absolute majority is made of tin bronze. The remaining
items are made of arsenic bronze.

A situation similar to Central Kazakhstan is also
noted in Semirechie (Zhetysu), where tin bronzes
predominated throughout the Late Bronze Age and in
the early Iron Age, but the use of arsenic was noted.

T. Bartseva associates products made of tin
bronzes with local, Kazakh centers, the use of which
in Kazakhstan dates back to the Late Bronze Age.
Objects from arsenic bronze, in particular mirrors with
a central handle-loop, mint and bit with staggered ends
and additional round holes from the North Kazakhstan
complexes, in her opinion, are connected, possibly, with
the Altai production centers. However, according to A.D.
Degtyarev, imported, apparently, was raw from arsenic
bronzes, which came from the eastern regions of the
Sayan-Altai. However, products from them, judging by
the skills of metalworking, were manufactured on site.
However, according to M.K. Kadyrbaey, in the territory of
Central Kazakhstan - in the Northern Balkhash region,
probably already in the Andronov and quite definitely in
the Saka times a large center of mining and metallurgy,
based on the copper ore deposits of the Sayak group,
functioned. The ores of these deposits are among
the rarest - with natural impurities containing arsenic
minerals - and are the ready-made natural raw materials
for smelting arsenic bronzes.

The question of tin sources for the tribes of Northern
and Central Kazakhstan, as well as of the South
Trans Ural area is being resolved ambiguously. On
the one hand, there are a lot of tin deposits in Central
Kazakhstan, some of which were already developed in
antiquity. On the other hand, most researchers postulate
the receipt of tin ore from the deposits of Rudny Altai. The
advanced metallurgy and metalworking of the Tasmola
tribes certainly required a considerable amount of tin.
In our opinion, the demand for it was satisfied not only
by internal reserves (deposits of Central Kazakhstan),
but also by external (deposits of Rudny Altai). And this,
in turn, determined the diverse ties of the population
of the Tasmola community with the tribes of Eastern
Kazakhstan and the Altai.

The steppes of  Zhayyk-Irtysh interfluve, Altai
and Tuva in the VII-VI centuries BC were the zone of
distribution of many uniform parts of horse harness,
arrowheads, mirrors, knives, etc. Without considering
them in details, we will mention only rare or, in our

opinion, remarkable types of objects that seem to
be an indicator of the existence of various kinds of
interrelations.

One such rare types of product is a “mirror” with
a long side handle in the form of a knife or pointed at
the end of the pin. We still know eight such “mirrors”:
four from the South Trans Ural area , and one from the
South-Eastern Aral Sea, North, Central and Eastern
Kazakhstan. Mirrors with a short side handle and a loop
on one side of the handle or a hole on it from the South
Trans Ural area , North and East Kazakhstan are close
on the design features to such “mirrors”.

The group of daggers of Nurmanbet type includes
daggers from the South Trans Ural area , Northern and
Central Kazakhstan. They are characterized by a flat
wide handle with a wavy edge, often decorated with
spiral ornament, pommel in the form of a flat segment,
sometimes approaching in shape to a bar with rounded
edges, or a triangle with rounded corners. In addition to
the steppes of the Zhaiyk-Irtysh interfluve, daggers of
the Nurmanbet type were found in East Kazakhstan and
in the Kama region.

Despite the vivid peculiarity of each dagger of the
Nurmanbet type, they can be divided into two versions
based on the form of a crosshair. The first version
includes daggers with a “kidney-shaped” unseparated
crosshair. The second option includes daggers with a
marked “butterfly-shaped” or a cross-shaped shape that
is close to it.

The group of daggers of Nurmanbet type it is
possible, in our opinion, to include the dagger of VIl -
the first half of the 6th cc BC from the Bobrovka burial
ground in the South Tran
